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About Indiana State
• Indiana State is located in Terre Haute, Ind., and enrolls 11,484 students. The Sycamores are

members of the Missouri Valley Conference.
• Head coach Royce Waltman is in his fifth season at Indiana State.  He owns a 79-62 record with

the Sycamores after serving as the head coach at Indianapolis for five seasons and DePauw for
five.  Prior to coaching at DePauw, Waltman worked as an assistant at Indiana.

• Indiana State has posted a 1-8 (including the loss at Redbird Arena) mark since these teams last
met.

• Senior Kelyn Block has returned to the Sycamore line-up after missing seven games after
undergoing surgery on his right knee.  He leads the team with 12.6 points per game.  Since his
return, Block has played in three games and is averaging 15.7 points per contest.

• Block is the only Indiana State player averaging double-digit scoring.  Djibril Kante is posting 9.5
points per game and is the team’s leading rebounder with 8.3 boards per contest.  He also leads
the club with 25 blocked shots.  Kante gets to the foul line a lot with 123 attempts, but he’s only
converted 70 shots for a 56.9 percentage.

• Kante and Block combine for nearly half of the entire team’s free throw attempts (189-of-402).
• Since his return, Block has gotten to the charity stripe 27 times, or nine per game.
• The Sycamores have had 33% of their shots come from behind the arc, led by Matt Broerman.  He

has 89 three-point attempts on the season and only four two-point tries.
• Block is the most accurate 3-point shooter, seeing a success rate of 40.5%.
• Nine players are seeing 11 or more minutes per game.

The Series
Tonight’s game is the 85th meeting between the two schools, which is the longest rivalry for Illinois
State with a program outside the state of Illinois.  The Redbirds lead the series 46-38, but Indiana
State has won six of the last seven meetings.  Illinois State won the matchup earlier this year at
Redbird Arena, 68-56, that ended the Sycamore six-game winning streak in the series.  In Terre
Haute, Indiana State leads the series 27-16, with the Redbirds posting their last win on Feb. 7, 1998.

Cleaning Up I-74
Illinois State pulled out the brooms Tuesday night, sweeping the regular season series against I-74
rival Bradley.  The series sweep was the first for the Redbirds since 1998.  It is only the seventh
time the ‘Birds have swept in the 92-game history.

60 Limit Strictly Enforced
In the last eight games, the ‘Birds have posted a 6-2 mark thanks to enforcing a 60-point limit on
their opponents.  In the eight contests, the Redbirds have allowed their opponent to score more than
60 points just twice – both losses – a 63-56 loss at Creighton and a 68-63 loss at Southwest Missouri
State.  Otherwise Illinois State has six wins by holding Indiana State (56), SMS (60), Bradley (55 &
51), Drake (54) and UNI (55) to 60 points or less.

Movin’ On Up
George and Weezy’s dry cleaning business can’t even compare to the Redbird’s improvement in
field goal defense.  For the first half of the season, the ‘Birds ranked last in the league allowing a
near 50 percent success rate on their opponents shots.  However in the last six games, Illinois State
foes are shooting a lowly 40.2 percent from the field, while the Redbirds have posted a 5-1 record.
Currently the ‘Birds rank ninth in the league at 47%, but is chasing the pack.

Williams Breaks Foot; Will Miss Six to Eight Weeks
Sophomore forward Dirk Williams  will likely miss the remainder of the season after breaking the first
cuneiform bone in his left foot during a Redbird practice.  Williams wasn’t sure how the injury
occurred, but he will be in a hard cast and crutches.  The Pekin native played in all 21 games with
eight starts, including four straight – all Redbird wins.  Williams was averaging 4.3 points, 3.0
rebounds and 15.2 minutes per game.

Jeppson Joins 1,000-Point Club
Of all the organizations on the Illinois State campus, the 1,000-Point Club must rank as one of the
most exclusive with only 35 members in the last 104 years.  The Redbirds' newest member is
Shawn Jeppson  after scoring 10 points at Southwest Missouri State.  Jeppson’s trey, two and a
half minutes into the game sealed his membership.  He now has 1,020 points.

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THE LAST TIME THEY METRedbird Turnovers – SOLD OUT
It’s a good thing the Redbirds weren’t operating a bakery Tuesday night against Bradley, because
they weren’t giving out too many turnovers.  The ‘Birds only coughed up five turnovers during the 40-
minute span which is the lowest total by an Illinois State team since Feb. 28, 1987 (5 vs.Ind. St.).

The Defensive Difference
On Illinois State box scores, if the score happens to be covered or smeared, to figure out if the
Redbirds won the game or not is as easy as looking at the opponent’s field goal percentage.  In the
‘Birds 11 victories, Illinois State foes are shooting 43.5% from the floor.  In the 12 losses, teams are
lighting up the scoreboard at 49.8%.  The same can be said for 3-pointers..  On treys, Illinois State
allows 32.4% in wins and 35.3% in losses. In victories the ‘Birds are shooting 39.3% from three,
while only shooting 33.2% in defeat.

Bounty Hunter Defense
Not only have the ‘Birds held six of their last eight opponents to 60 points or less, they are also
taking out the opponent’s hired gun.  The ‘Birds have held the league’s leading scorer, UNI’s
Robbie Sieverding, to 11 points, eight below his average; Drake’s Luke McDonald, averaging 17.3
ppg, to 11 points; Bradley’s Phillip Gilbert (13.9 ppg) was held to five tallies in Peoria and Wichita
State’s Randy Burns (14.9 ppg) tossed in five points.

A Larger Portion of Rice
In the last 10 games, if the Redbirds have looked a little different it might be because of a change in
their diet.  Lately, the offensive appetite of the ‘Birds has been fueled by Rice – Randy Rice  that is.
The senior is averaging 8.3 points per game during that span on 28-for-61 shooting.  Not only has
Rice been scoring, he also has 19 steals, 37 rebounds and 46 assists with only 18 turnovers.

The New Boo Review
Baboucarr Bojang  appears to be the front runner for the league’s newcomer of the year and
here’s why.  Bojang posted his seventh double-double of the season in the ‘Birds win over
Northern Iowa.  Bojang tossed in 23 points, his fourth 20-point plus effort of the year, and hauled
in a career-best 15 boards along with four blocks.  Bojang has been a consistent offensive threat
all season, scoring double figures in 20-of-23 games.

Driven By Ford Lately
The Redbirds have won five of their last six thanks in a large part to Shedrick Ford .  But Ford hasn’t
been pacing the ‘Birds in his usual role.  In all six games, Ford has played with emotion off the
bench and is averaging 11.7 points per contest during the streak.  In addition to scoring, Ford is
getting to the free throw line.  In six games, Ford is 28-for-33 from the charity stripe.

FT Four-Peat ???
The Redbirds have opened the season shooting 76.2% from the charity stripe and are in good
shape to eclipse 70% for a fourth straight season.  ISU shot 72.8% from the free throw line last
season, 74% in 1999-2000 and 73.5% in 1998-99. The Redbirds have not had a stretch of that
length since it bettered 70% for a four-season span from 1982 through 1985.

Ah, There are the Comeback Wins
Through 17 games, the Redbirds had one victory (vs. Samford) in games in which they trailed at
halftime.  But second-half rallies against Southwest Missouri State and Bradley boosted that win
total to three.  Last season, the ‘Birds had 11 come-from-behind wins on their 21-9 campaign.

Sensational From the Stripe
Not only will the Redbirds 76.2% shooting from the free throw be four straight seasons at 70% or
better, it currently ranks as the second-best percentage by an Illinois State team in school history.
Only the 1983-84 team has shot better from the line at 77.4%.

Sending Out an S.O.S.
After being picked to win the conference and sitting with a 7-11 overall record, the Redbirds might be
feeling like they’re stranded on a deserted island.  However, for these cast aways the cause, rather
than a solution, could be found in an S.O.S. – Strength of Schedule.  Illinois State’s schedule ranks
as the No. 88 toughest slate in the nation by Saragin Rankings and No. 79 by College RPI.

Bojang Leads Redbirds to 68-56
Win Over Indiana State

NORMAL, Ill. – Baboucarr Bojang scored 13 of his
team-high 15 points in the first half as Illinois State
defeated Indiana State, 68-56, Saturday in Missouri
Valley Conference action at Redbird Arena.

Illinois State, 6-10 (2-3 MVC), had four players score
in double figures.  Shedrick Ford and Shawn Jeppson
had 11 points apiece, while Randy Rice chipped in 10
points for the ‘Birds.  Bojang also posted his fifth double-
double of the season with a game-high 11 rebounds.
Andy Strandmark also came of the bench to chip in
eight points and seven boards.

The Sycamores were led in scoring by Terence Avery
with 22 points.  Marcus Howard was the only other
player for Indiana State to score in double digits with 11
points.  Djibril Kante led the Sycamores on the boards
with seven rebounds.

Indiana State, 3-11 (1-4 MVC) had the lead for the
majority of the first half until Jeppson made a lay-up with
1:50 remaining that gave the Redbirds a 27-26
advantage.  A jumper by Howard gave the Sycamores
the lead again 28-27, but Bojang converted on a three-
point play and scored on a tip-in at the buzzer to give
the ‘Birds a 33-30 lead heading into halftime.

Freshman Trey-ning
True freshman Gregg Alexander  is adjusting the next level nicely.  In fact through 23 games,
Alexander has 44 made 3-pointers, for an average of 1.9 per game.  At this pace, Alexander will
finish the regular season with 58 treys.  The Redbird freshman record for made 3-pointers is 50, set
by Dan Muller during the 1994-95 season.

Non-Conference Slate as Tough as Advertised
Heading into the season head coach Tom Richardson  knew that Illinois State’s 11-game non-
conference schedule was going to be challenging.  As if the Redbirds 4-7 record wasn’t enough
proof, Illinois State’s non-conference opponents have posted a 148-88 (.627) mark this season.  In
addition to the overall winning percentage, Redbird non-conference foes have posted wins over
Arkansas, Ball St., Boston College, Gonzaga, Minnesota, Missouri, Ohio St., Pepperdine, St.
Bonaventure, St. John’s and Utah St. (twice), which College RPI all rank in its top 50.

Picked to Win the League?  Chances Are You Played Illinois State
ISU played 11 non-conference games this season.  Of the Redbirds’ 11 non-Missouri Valley
Conference foes, seven of the teams were selected in the preseason polls to win their respective
leagues.  The seven preseason favorites are Weber State (Big Sky), UC-Irvine (Big West), UT-San
Antonio (Southland), Illinois (Big Ten) , Georgia Southern (Southern) and Central Michigan and Kent
State, which are both favored to win the two divisions of the Mid-American Conference.

Bryson Out For Season
Tarise Bryson , the nation’s top returning scorer, the reigning Missouri Valley Conference Player of
the Year and Redbirds leading scorer for the last three seasons, fell to the floor on a drive to the
basket at the 17:46 mark of the second half in Illinois State’s 74-70 opening night victory over Weber
State.  Bryson dislocated his right wrist and suffered severe ligament damage to his shooting hand.
Bryson underwent surgery the day after the game and will have a cast on for two more weeks,
followed by four months of rehabilitation before resuming any basketball activity.

No Thanks, I'm Just Watching
Trey Guidry , a 6-2 guard, has transferred to Illinois State from North Carolina State, but cannot play
for the Redbirds until the 2002-03 season.  NCAA rules require that he sit out one season.  Guidry
was a spot starter for the Wolfpack last season as a freshman and recorded a scoring best of 15
points against Wake Forest.

Double-Double Debut for Mr. Bojang-les
Baboucarr Bojang  played his first game in a Redbird uniform against Weber State and it was worth
an encore.  Bojang tapped his way to posting his first double-double, as the SMS-West Plains Junior
College transfer tossed in 14 points and grabbed 10 rebounds.

Alexander drew the starting nod in the opener against
Weber State and responded with eight points, one rebound and two assists in 20 minutes of play.

It’s not quite a trade, but next season when the Redbirds lose the services of Shedrick Ford  to
graduation they will add Dana Ford .  Dana Ford, a 6-foot-4, 185 guard from Egyptian High School in
Tamms, Ill., signed a national letter of intent during the early signing period with Illinois State.  Last
year, Dana Ford averaged 22.5 points and is the school’s all-time leading scorer with 1,620 points.
