About The Game: Tonight's game is the second and final regular-season meeting in the storied I-74 rivalry.
Illinois State has won three of its last four games, while Bradley has dropped four of its last five. The Redbirds
claimed the first meeting 89-74, only 11 days ago. The 15-point win was the largest victory for either side in the
last six games, when the ‘Birds topped the Braves 81-62 in Normal on Feb. 6, 2001.

Series History: This is the 94" meeting between the two schools with lllinois State trailing the series 43-50. The
‘Birds have won the last three meetings and five of the last seven. Bradley owns a 28-17 edge in games played
in Peoria, including a 14-7 mark in Missouri Valley Conference games.

Last Meeting: Gregg Alexander's first career double-double (21 points, 10 rebounds) propelled lllinois State
past Bradley 89-74 in front of a Redbird Arena crowd of 8,213. Alexander not only spurred the offense and led
the rebounding, he was a key to a Redbird defensive effort which limited Bradley to just seven baskets in its first
25 attempts in the second half. That enabled lllinois State to open up leads of as many as 20 points.

The 'Birds are 4-0 all-time against the Thundering Herd with the last meeting occurring 26 years to the date in
1977. The Redbirds have faced six of the 17 remaining teams in the field and own a 1-7 record. The
remainder of the ESPN Bracket Buster Saturday contests include -- Fresno State @ Creighton at 11 a.m.;

Rebounding - The Recent Recipe for Success

For lllinois State, in the last four games, one statistic jumps off the page — rebounding. In the last four
contests the ‘Birds are posting eight more boards per game than their opponent (34.5-26.5). Field goal
percentage, 3-point shooting, free throw shooting and turnovers are almost identical between lllinois State
and its foes, but crashing the boards has been the difference. In fact, in the same time span the Redbirds
have collected 20 more offensive rebounds than the enemy.

Alexander Reaches Century Mark

With two made treys against Indiana State, Gregg Alexander now has 100 three-point field goals for his
career. It took the sophomore from Lincoln, lil., only 51 games to reach the plateau, which ranks No. 10 on
the lllinois State record books. He needs 12 more to move into the No. 9 spot.

Andy Has Been Dandy

There are many changes in the Redbirds in the last four games and one of them is the play of senior Andy
Strandmark. In the last four games, Strandmark is the Redbirds’ leading rebounder with 7.3 rebounds per
game. He is also averaging 4.8 points and one blocked shot per game.

Movim’ on Up

For the second week in a row, the Redbirds have done their best impression of The Jeffersons — by moving
up the Missouri Valley Conference standings. Last week, the ‘Birds left the cellar and moved into ninth place
overall. This week with the win over Indiana State, the Redbirds moved into eighth place in the league.
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A Lot Can Be Made From a Halftime Box
So far this season the halftime score has been a critical piece of information. In all four Redbird victories this
season, ISU led at the intermission. In fact in all four wins, the Redbirds also won the battle of the boards.

A Way With Treys

The 2002-03 Redbirds have a way with shooting the three ball. lllinois State currently ranks No. 2 nationally
among NCAA Division | teams in three-point field goal percentage, according to the latest NCAA statistics.
The ‘Birds are shooting 42.6 percent from behind the arc, 1.6 percentage points behind Kent State (44.2).
The Redbirds average 6.5 made treys per game.

The Tao of Boo

For the explanation of Baboucarr Bojang's senior season, shot attempts seem to be the best philosophy. In
the six games where Bojang has had 10 or more attempts, Bojang has finished with double-digits in five of
them, including the most recent outing at Wichita State. Bojang posted a season-high 21 points on 8-for-10
shooting. It was his sixth double-digit performance of the season.

Alexander Nets Honor

Sophomore Gregg Alexander claimed his first Missouri Valley Conference Player of the Week honor of his
career on Feb. 3. It marked lllinois State’s first winner since Randy Rice on Feb. 11, 2002. Alexander shot
56.0 percent (14-for-25) from the field, 66.7 percent (8-for-12) from three-point range and 100 percent (2-for-
2) from the free throw line to average 19.0 points, as the ‘Birds defeated UNI, 76-71, on Jan. 29 and Bradley,
89-74, on Feb. 1. Alexander also averaged 8.5 rebounds and 1.5 steals per contest in the two games.

Along List

Collegelnsider.com displays a list on the front of its home page that resembles lllinois State’s schedule, the
only problem is it's a poll of the top “mid-major” teams in the country. In all, the Redbirds have played 10
games against Collegelnsider’s top 25, including Creighton (1), Kent State (4), Utah State (6), Southern
Illinois (7), Central Michigan (15), SMS (20), Western Kentucky (21) and lllinois-Chicago (22).

Greene With Envy

Sophomore Vince Greene can get a little jealous when the opponents have the ball, but the Chicago native
is doing something about it — he's stealing it. At Evansville, Greene tallied a career-best seven steals against
the Purple Aces, which tied the lllinois State record held by Victor Williams, Ron Jones and Bubbles
Hawkins. Greene also has 39 takeaways on the season and needs only nine more to crack the Redbird top
10 for a single season. He is also currently third in The Valley in steals per game with 1.95.

Boarding Call

At Evansville, sophomore Gregg Alexander logged 32 minutes of action without a single rebound. In the
next four games, the Lincoln, Ill., native responded with 22 boards including game-high caroms in two of the
four games — seven against Northern lowa and a career-best 10 versus Bradley. The 10 boards against the
Braves, paired with his season-high 21 points, resulted in Alexander's first career double-double.

104 Straight Games With a Trey on the Board ...

ISU enters today’s game with at least one made 3-pointer in 104 straight games. In fact, in the Tom
Richardson era the ‘Birds have only gone one game without a made trey on an 82-43 loss at Creighton on
Dec. 12, 1999. With Richardson at the helm, the ‘Birds have made four or more treys in 83 of 111 games.

Youth Movement
On lllinois State’s season stats sheet, seven of the squad’s top 10 scorers have two or more years of
eligibility remaining AFTER this season.

This Casey is Still Swinging

Not wanting to go down on a called third strike, senior Casey Reid expressed to the coaching staff that he
could still contribute for this team prior to the ‘Birds’ game against UNI. Reid was true to his word by
collecting a key steal, rebound and two clutch free throws to seal the win over UNI. Reid continued his solid
play with a career performance against Bradley that included 13 points, 6 rebounds, 3 assists and 3 steals.
In the last four games, Reid is averaging 6.3 points and 1.8 rebounds per game — as opposed to his 1.4
points and 0.7 boards per contest over the first 16 games.

lllinois State, 3-15, 2-8 in the Missouri Valley spotted Bradley, 7-13,
3-6in the Valley, a 10-0 lead at the beginning of the game. But three
Alexander three-point baskets sparked a 16-2 Redbird run and lllinois
State led 16-12 at the 13:35 mark.

A see-saw first half saw Bradley make eight three-pointers and
lllinois State seven , the last was Vince Greene’s three just ahead of the
halftime buzzer which gave the Redbirds a 38-37 advantage. Greene
finished with 15 points and 7 assists.

llinois State came out in the second half on a 14-4 run and never
looked back as the ‘Birds led 52-42. The second-half play of Kevin Troc
(8 points) and Casey Reid (career high 13 points) ignited the Redbirds
as they took the lead for good.

Bradley was led by James Gillingham’s 25 point, seven rebounds
and seven assists.

For Starters ...
Illinois State has registered the same starting lineup over the last six games, but it took a while to get to that
point. In the first 13 games, the Redbirds sent 11 different quintet combos on the floor for the opening tip.

Sending Out an $.0.S.

After being picked to finish fourth in the conference and sitting with a 3-16 overall record, the Redbirds are
left feeling like they're stranded on a deserted island. However, for these castaways the cause, rather than
the solution, can be found in an S.0.S. - Strength of Schedule. lllinois State’s schedule ranks as the No. 44
toughest slate in the nation by College RPI and No. 60 by Saragin Rankings.

Not Shying Away From the Competition

The Redbirds’ non-conference schedule strength is well documented. ISU posted a 1-7 against non-league
foes. Combined, lllinois State’s non-Valley opponents, that they have already faced, currently own a 116-54
(.682) record, with only one posting a losing record. Four schools are leading their respective conference
races, while three are in second place.

Not An Average Valley Year

Since the Redbirds joined the Valley for the 1981-82 season, lllinois State has averaged 10.3 conference
wins per year. Five of those 21 campaigns were just 16-game Valley schedules, while four others included
only 14 games. On average, lllinois State has finished four games over .500 in league play.

Greenbirds

Prior to this season, the 13 players currently on the lllinois State roster had combined for a total of 240
games played, or just 18.5 games per player, or roughly half of one season. Moreover, of the 13 now
playing, 7 had never played in an ISU game prior to this season and 6 had never played in a college game.

Time Is On Their Side

Just slightly less than 75 percent of the minutes (74.1%) logged so far this season (2,962 of a possible
4,000) are by players that have at least two years of eligibility AFTER this season. The top three minute-
getters are Gregg Alexander (632), Vince Greene (626) and Trey Guidry (536) — all sophomores.

FT Five-Peat ?

The Redbirds are in line to accomplish the feat of shooting 70 percent or better from the charity stripe for a
fifth-straight season. This year, the ‘Birds are sinking 73 percent of their free throws. ISU has not had a
stretch of five-straight seasons since it bettered 70% from 1975-1979.

Caging a Tiger

On Jan. 15, the Redbirds added Missouri transfer Najeeb Echols to their roster. Echols, who will have to sit
out a year to meet NCAA transfer rules, will be eligible for competition on Dec. 13, 2003. Echols played in 10
games for the Tigers this season, averaging 3.1 points and 2.8 rebounds per game. As a prep, Echols was
ranked by most recruiting services among the nation’s top 30 seniors.

No Thanks, I'm Just Watching
Neil Plank transferred to ISU from Wisconsin, but cannot play for the ‘Birds until the 2003-04 season. NCAA
rules require that he sit out one season. In 27 games, Plank scored 25 points in 173 minutes for UW.

The Addition of Size, Size and More Size

Illinois State added 241 inches and 670 pounds to the program next season with the inking of Ronnie
Carlwell (6-10, 250, Maywood, lll « Proviso East), Greg Dilligard (6-8, 215, LaBelle, Mo. * Highland) and
Michael Sams (6-7, 205, Mt. Zion, lll. « Mt. Zion) on the first day of the early signing period.

Redhird Flashback

Since becoming an NCAA Division | program in 1970, the Redbirds have posted a 8-2 record when playing
on February 8, with one of lllinois State’s victory coming in 1977 and it is today’s Redbird Flashback:

Feb. 12, 1977 « Normal, lll. - Seven-footer Jeff Wilkins rejects six shots in a win over SIU-Edwardsuville. It
is one of eight times during the season in which Wilkins will bat down at least a half-dozen opposing field
goal attempts.

NORMAL, Ill. - lllinois State had five players in double figures, but
could not find consistent scoring throughout the game and fell to lllinois-
Chicago, 78-65, to lose its third straight game tonight at Redbird Arena.

lllinois State (0-3) was led by Vince Greene and Trey Guidry with 14
points apiece, while Gregg Alexander turned in 12 points for the ‘Birds.

Arnold took lllinois State on his shoulders to open the second half
scoring the Redbirds’ first eight points to tie the game, 36-36, with 17:24
remaining in the game. lllinois State came out of the locker room with an
11-2 run and a three-pointer by Guidry helped give the ‘Birds their first lead
since the 7:20 mark of the first half at 39-36.
