About The Game: Today's game is the first meeting this season in the storied I-74 rivalry. lllinois State is coming
off its first conference victory with a 76-71 win over UNI to snap a nine-game losing skid. Bradley has lost two
straight after winning its previous three. In the last decade, the two schools have met 21 times and the average
margin of victory is a slim 5.8 points per game. Also in that time frame, four games have gone to overtime.

Series History: This is the 93¢ meeting between the two schools with lliinois State trailing the series 42-50. The
‘Birds have won the last two meetings and four of the last six. lllinois State owns a 25-19 edge in games played
in Normal, including a 15-6 mark in Missouri Valley Conference games.

Last Meeting: For the first time in four years, lllinois State swept Bradley, taking the second meeting of the year
with a 60-51 decision at Redbird Arena in front of 8,663 fans. The Redbirds last swept the Braves in 1998.
Shedrick Ford led all scorers with 16 points, followed by 14 from Shawn Jeppson and 13 from Baboucarr Bojang,
Phillip Gilbert and Reggie Hall led the Braves with 12 a piece.

Richardson is 32-36 against Valley opponents, 18-22 vs. non-conference foes, 33-17 at
home, 12-35 on the road and 5-6 on neutral floors.

Jim Les (Bradley '86) is in his first season at Bradley. He owns a 7-12 record with the Braves, his first head
coaching job.

The Winning 50-30 Ticket

With the win against Northern lowa, head coach Tom Richardson registered the 50" win of his coaching
career. Richardson currently ranks 10th in victories at Illinois State. Also in the game against UNI, senior
Andy Strandmark posted his 50" and 51¢ career blocked shots. Strandmark now ranks 10™ all-time and is
six blocks away from moving up to a tie for eighth place.

Boarding Call

At Evansville, sophomore Gregg Alexander logged 32 minutes of action without a single rebound. In the win
over Northern lowa, the Lincoln, Ill., native responded with a game-high seven caroms. The seven boards
also tied Alexander’s career-high and was his highest total this season.

A Lles-er Known Fact

Today’s game will be Bradley head coach Jim Les’ second game against lllinois State in Redbird Arena. Les
played for the Braves from 1983-86 and played all of his games in Normal, Ill., at Horton Field House, since
Redbird Arena didn’t open until 1989. Also, this is his first season of coaching collegiately, so how could this
be? On November 17, 1989, Les took the floor at Redbird as a member of the Marathon Oil traveling
exhibition team. The ‘Birds lost 93-81 and Les finished with 18 points.

Cleaning the Glass

For only the fifth time this season, lllinois State out-rebounded an opponent in the win over Northern lowa.
But the ‘Birds just didn’t out-rebound — they cleaned up. ISU racked up 14 more caroms than the Panthers,
the largest Redbird differential this season. The ‘Birds finished with 14 offensive rebounds and out-scored
UNI 18-2 in second-chance points.

Greene With Envy

Sophomore Vince Greene can get a little jealous when the opponents have the ball, but the Chicago native
is doing something about it — he's stealing it. At Evansville, Greene tallied a career-best seven steals against
the Purple Aces, which tied the lllinois State record held by Victor Williams, Ron Jones and Bubbles Hawkins.
Greene also has 35 takeaways on the season and needs only 13 more to crack the Redbird top 10 for a
single season. He is also currently leading The Valley in steals per game with 2.06.
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Rivalry Awareness

The youthful lllinois State team might not have the appreciation for the I-74 rivalry heading into today’s game.

After all, of the 13 active players, they have combined for only 278 minutes of action in their careers against
the Braves. That breaks down to 21.4 minutes per player, or just one minute more than a half of basketball.

101 Straight Games With a Trey on the Board ...

ISU enters today’s game with at least one made 3-pointer in 101 straight games. In fact, in the Tom
Richardson era the ‘Birds have only gone one game without a made trey on an 82-43 loss at Creighton on
Dec. 12, 1999. With Richardson at the helm, the ‘Birds have made four or more treys in 80 of 108 games.

Offensive Resurgence

The Redbirds cracked the win column for the second time this season and it might be a result of the latest
increase in offensive firepower. In the last three games, the Redbirds are averaging 77.3 points per game,
which is the highest point total in a three-game span since Nov. 25-Dec. 1 of last season.

Youth Movement
On lllinois State’s season stats sheet, seven of the squad’s top nine scorers have two or more years of
eligibility remaining AFTER this season.

Mr. Bojang-les
More shot attempts appears to be the cure for senior center Baboucarr Bojang's slow start. In the five
games where Bojang has had 10 or more attempts, Bojang has finished with double-digits in four of them.

Home Sweet Home?

After five of the last seven on the road, lllinois State returned to Redbird Arena with a win over Northern lowa
and will now host Bradley. Usually playing in Redbird is a good thing, but this season the 'Birds are only 2-7
on their home court. ISU will have to sweep its five remaining home games to avoid only the second losing
season at Redbird, with the first coming during the 1990-91 season where the ‘Birds finished 3-10 at home.

Louisiana Lightning

There was another lightning strike in Evansville, as Baton Rouge, La., native Trey Guidry posted a career-
high 27 points against the Purple Aces last Saturday. Guidry poured in 21 in the first half, that included a 5-
for-9 effort on treys. It marked the fourth straight double-digit scoring game for the ‘Birds leading scorer and
his second-straight 20-point performance.

For Starters ...
Illinois State has registered the same starting lineup over the last four games, but it took a while to get to that
point. In the first 13 games, the Redbirds sent 11 different quintet combos on the floor for the opening tip.

Fifth on Treys

The Redbirds rank No. 5 nationally among NCAA Division | teams in three-point field goal percentage,
according to the latest NCAA statistics. lllinois State is shooting 43 percent from behind the arc. The ‘Birds
are averaging 6.3 made treys per game.

Sending Out an 8.0.S.

After being picked to finish fourth in the conference and sitting with a 2-15 overall record, the Redbirds are
left feeling like they're stranded on a deserted island. However, for these castaways the cause, rather than
the solution, can be found in an S.0.S. — Strength of Schedule. lllinois State’s schedule ranks as the No. 40
toughest slate in the nation by Saragin Rankings and College RPI.

Not Shying Away From the Compeltition

The Redbirds’ non-conference schedule strength is well documented. I1SU posted a 1-7 against non-league
foes, with the sole win coming against the only team (Jacksonville) with a losing record. Combined, lllinois
State’s non-Valley opponents currently own a 96-48 (.667) record. Four schools are leading their respective
conference races, while two are in second place.

Thus Far, Not An Average Valley Year

Since the Redbirds joined the Valley for the 1981-82 season, lllinois State has averaged 10.3 conference
wins per year. Five of those 21 campaigns were just 16-game Valley schedules, while four others included
only 14 games. On average, lllinois State has finished four games over .500 in league play.

Redbirds Sweep Bradley with 60-51 Defeat

Early in the first half, lllinois State's Baboucar Bojang and Shawn
Jeppson took control of the Redbird offense giving them a 9-2 run over
the Braves, after Bojang followed a shot by Randy Rice pounding it
through the hoop, giving the 'Birds their first two points of the game.
Then it was Jeppson keeping the run going, scoring an early five points,
after being fouled by Bradley's James Gillingham on a three point
attempt, sinking all three of his free throws and finishing a reverse layup
over the Braves defense.

Shedrick Ford led all scorers with 16 points, followed by 14 from
Jeppson and 13 from Bojang, Gilbert and Hall led the Braves with 12
apiece.

The Augmentation of Arnold

Freshman Marcus Arnold’s development is peaking at the right time. In eight of nine league games, Arnold
scored double figures including a career-high with 19 at Northern lowa. He is averaging a team-best 12.1
points in conference games.

Greenbirds

Prior to this season, the 13 players currently on the lllinois State roster had combined for a total of 240 game
played, or just 18.5 games per player, or roughly half of one season. Moreover, of the 13 now playing, seven
had never played in an ISU game prior to this season and six had never played in a college game.

Time Is On Their Side

Just slightly less than 75 percent of the minutes (74.43%) logged so far this season (2,526 of a possible
3,400) are by players that have at least two years of eligibility AFTER this season. Three of the top four
minute-getters are Gregg Alexander (532), Vince Greene (525) and Trey Guidry (462) — all sophomores.

A Rarity in Redbirdland
Unless there is a postseason winning streak, the Redbirds are likely headed to only their fourth losing
season in the 33 years of basketball at the Division | level.

Secomd Haif Resistance Has Been Futile
Only three times this season, lllinois State has held its opponent below 50 percent shooting in the second
half. On the year, ISU foes have shot 227-for-414 in the second half - for an insuperable 54.8%.

The Redbirds are in line to accomplish the feat of shooting 70 percent or better from the charity stripe for a
fifth-straight season. This year, the ‘Birds are sinking 72 percent of their free throws. ISU has not had a
stretch of five-straight seasons since it bettered 70% from 1975-1979.

Caging a Tiger

On Jan. 15, the Redbirds added Missouri transfer Najeeb Echols to their roster. Echols, who will have to sit
out a year to meet NCAA transfer rules, will be eligible for competition on Dec. 13, 2003. Echols played in 10
games for the Tigers this season, averaging 3.1 points and 2.8 rebounds per game. As a prep, Echols was
ranked by most recruiting services among the nation’s top 30 seniors.

No Thanks, I'm Just Watching
Neil Plank transferred to ISU from Wisconsin, but cannot play for the ‘Birds until the 2003-04 season. NCAA
rules require that he sit out one season. In 27 games, Plank scored 25 points in 173 minutes for UW.

The Addition of Size, Size and More Size

Greene Leads ‘Birds in Exhibition Win

NORMAL, IIl. - Sophomore point guard Vince Greene scored a
game-high 26 points, including six three-pointers, as lllinois State won
its first exhibition of the season, 89-70, over SIU-Edwardsville at
Redbird Arena.

Baboucarr Bojang finished with 14 points and six rebounds for the
‘Birds, while true freshman Chris Burras came off the bench to score
12.

SIU-Edwardsville was led by Ron Jones with 19 points, 17 of
which came in the second half. Rob Baumgardner and Ben Garwitz
each contributed 13 points, and Baumgardner also led the Cougars in
rebounding with six boards. The Cougars never led in the entire
game and after the initial 12-point deficit never got closer than seven
points.

lllinois State opened up the game with a 12-0 run, highlighted by
two three-pointers and a cross-over lay-up by Greene. The ‘Birds
defense forced eight Cougar turnovers in the first 12 minutes of the
game, including the team’s first two possesssions.

Greene led all scorers in the first half with 10 points, while Gregg
Alexander chipped in eight first half points on 3-for-4 shooting. ISU
shot 61 percent from the field in the first half, including 5-for-8 from
beyond the arc.

Down 45-24 at halftime, the Cougars came out firing in the second
half and outscored the ‘Birds 26-15 over the first 8:30 minutes led by
nine points apiece by junior Ron Jones and freshman Logan Glosser
narrowing the Redbird lead to 10. Following a timeout with 11:05
remaining in the game, the ‘Birds went on a 13-0 run to extend their
lead back to 23, which tied their largest lead of the night.

Alexander started the game off hot, hitting back-to-back three
pointers on the first two possessions of the game, and never cooled
down. After jumping out to a 23-15 lead in the first half, on the strength
of eight points by Alexander, Northern lowa went on an 8-0 run to tie the
game at 23.

The Redbirds responded with a 12-4 run to end the half and took a
35-27 lead into the lockerroom. lllinois Statewas hot from behind the arc
in the first half, shooting 50 percent (5-10). However, the ‘Birds were not
as successful from the charity stripe as they only shot 25 percent (2-8)
from the line in the first frame. Northern lowa was paced by Matt
Bennett and John Little, who each poured in 5 first-half points apiece.

Northern lowa started the second half on a 12-4 run to knot the score
at 39. The run was led by guard Chris Foster, who had nine of the 12
points during the run. The teams went back and forth until back-to-back
threes by Kevin Troc and a tough lay-up by Andy Strandmark put the
‘Birds up 57-49. The Panthers battled back to cut the margin to 72-71,
but it would not be enough as the ‘Birds hit 8-of-10 free-throws down the
stretch to seal the win.
