e Illinois has returned to the Top 10 after a
one-week absence, ranked No. 8 in both the AP
and Coaches Polls this week.

*  Michigan is the only team to eclipse the 70-
point marker against the Illini this season. Illinois
defeated the Wolverines 79-74 on Jan. 14 at the
Assembly Hall.

e Dee Brown and James Augustine tied the
Illinois school record for career wins in the victo-
ry over Indiana on Sunday. They have each played
in 110 wins during their tenure, tying the Illini
record first set by Nick Smith (2002-05).

e Dee Brown surpassed Bruce Douglas’ school
record for minutes played vs. Northwestern on
Feb. 15. Brown has logged the most minutes ever
for an Illini player, currently at 4,433.

e James Augustine has started 125 consecutive
games during his career, a streak that ranks sec-
ond in the NCAA, behind Gerry

McNamara’s 126 consecutive starts at Syracuse.

¢ Illinois became the first team in the nation
to reach the 20-win marker this season with its
20th victory at Wisconsin on Jan. 31.

e Illinois has recorded its seventh straight 20-
win season, which is also its ninth in the last 10
years and 25th all-time.

e When Illinois dropped consecutive games vs.
Penn State (Feb. 4) and at Ohio State (Feb. 12)
recently, it marked only the second time in Bruce
Weber’s three-year tenure that Illinois had lost
back-to-back games. The first time occurred dur-
ing Weber’s first year (2004) in games vs. Purdue
(Jan. 10) and at Northwestern (Jan. 14). Illinois
went on to win its final 10 conference games that
season to claim the outright Big Ten champi-
onship.

e Illinois owns a record of 59-G since the
beginning of last season.

e Illinois has won 61 of its last 66 games dur-
ing the regular season.

e Illinois set a school record with a 33-game
winning streak at the Assembly Hall from Jan. 17,
2004 through Jan. 28, 2006 (streak snapped by
Penn State on Feb. 4). That broke the previous
record of 31 straight home wins from Jan. 15,

e Illinois is 92-4 (.958) at the Assembly Hall
over the last six-and-a-half seasons, the best home
mark in the nation over this time period.

e Illinois is the second-winningest team in the
nation over the past five-and-a-half seasons.
Ilinois has won 163 games since the beginning of
the 2000-01 season, which trails only Duke (175
wins).

*  Bruce Weber is the second-winningest coach
in the nation over the past four-and-a-half sea-
sons. Since the beginning of the 2001-02 season,
Weber has won 137 games, recording 52 wins in
his final two years at Southern Illinois and 85
wins in his first two-and-a-half years at Illinois.
He trails Duke’s Mike Krzyzewski by three wins
over this time period.

e Illinois and Duke are the only two schools in
the nation to win at least 25 games each of the last
five seasons.

e Illinois, Duke and Oklahoma State are the
only three teams to advance to the NCAA Sweet
16 each of the last two seasons.

e 18 of Illinois’ 22 wins have been by double
figures. The Illini lead the Big Ten and rank 10th
in the nation (as of Feb. 13) in scoring margin at
+13.7 ppg.

e Illinois’ opponents are averaging just 56.8
points on 38.9 percent shooting on the season,
including just 30 percent from 3-point range.
The Illini lead the Big Ten and rank seventh in
the nation (as of Feb. 13) in scoring defense, are
second in the Big Ten and 12th nationally (as of
Feb. 13) in field goal percentage defense, and lead
the Big Ten in 3-point field goal percentage
defense.

* Illinois has allowed 70 or more points only
once this season (Michigan-74 on Jan. 14) and no
opponent has shot 50 percent against the Illini.
Ilinois has held 16 teams under 40 percent
shooting.

e Illinois is outrebounding its opponents by an
average of 7.4 boards per game. The Illini lead the
Big Ten and rank ninth in the nation (as of Feb.
13) in rebounding margin and have outrebound-
ed 22 of 26 opponents on the year. Illinois ranks
second in the Big Ten in offensive rebounds, aver-

llini Head Coach Bruce Weber

Bruce Weber has led the Fighting Illini
to the top of the national charts in just his
third season at the helm of the Illinois pro-
gram. In addition to becoming the first
coach in Big Ten history to lead his squad
to outright Big Ten titles in each of his first
two seasons, Weber had Illinois at No. 1 in
the national polls the final 15 weeks of the
2004-05 season. He led the Illini to an
NCAA record-tying 37 victories and the
school’s first appearance in the national
championship game. The Illini success
helped Weber be named National Coach
of the Year by 10 different organizations.
He came to Illinois following five years at
Southern Illinois where he led the Salukis
to Missouri Valley Conference titles each
of his last two seasons.

Weber became just the third coach in
Big Ten history to win an outright title in
his first season in the league, leading the
Ilini to 10 straight victories to end the reg-
ular season and claim the title. He is also
just the sixth coach in the conference since
1951 (when Michigan State joined the
league) to defeat every other conference
team in his first season.

In his five seasons at SIU, Weber took
the Saluki program to the top of the
MVC, winning league titles in 2002 and
2003. He posted records of 28-8 and 24-7
in his last two seasons, leading the Salukis
to back-to-back NCAA Tournament
appearances.

A 1978 graduate
Milwaukee, Weber spent 18 years as an
assistant at Purdue under Gene Keady
before moving to SIU.

He has helped teams make 19 NCAA

Tournament appearances in 26 seasons as

a collegiate coach, including one Final
Four, one Elite Eight and four Sweet
Sixteen appearances. Purdue won six Big
Ten titles during his stop in West
Lafayette.

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e Dee Brown ranks fourth in the Big Ten and
22nd in the nation (as of Feb. 13) in assists, aver-
aging 5.6 apg. Over the last nine games, he is
averaging 6.1 assists (55).

e James Augustine ranks second in the Big Ten
and eighth in the nation (as of Feb. 13) in field
goal percentage at 61.8 percent (136-220). He is
third in the Big Ten and 41st in the nation (as of
Feb. 13) in rebounding, averaging 9.1 rpg.

e Sharp-shooting freshman guard Jamar Smith
leads the Big Ten in 3-point field goal percentage
at 49.5 percent (55-111). He has come off the
bench to make his first 3-point attempt in 12
games and has made at least one 3-pointer in 21
of 25 games.

e Rich McBride, who is averaging 9.8 ppg on
the year, has averaged 13.3 points over the Illinis
last six games and has been Illinois™ leading scor-
er in four of those six contests.

e The trio of guards Rich McBride (67), Dee
Brown (62) and Jamar Smith (55) have account-
ed for all but 11 of Illinois’ three-pointers this sea-
son (184-195, 94 percent).

¢ Dee Brown has an assist-to-turnover ratio of
2.35 over the past 20 games (122 assists, 52
turnovers), after opening the season with an
assist/turnover ratio of 0.96 in the first six games
(23 assists, 24 turnovers).

*  Dee Brown scored a career-high 34 points in
the win over Michigan State on Jan. 5. It marked
the most points by an Illini player in eight years,
since Kevin Turner scored 35 vs. Indiana on Jan.
3, 1998. It is also the highest point total by any
player in 2006 Big Ten play.

e James Augustine broke the school record for
career rebounds vs. Tennessee-Martin on Dec. 30
when he collected his 854th rebound, breaking
the previous Illini career record of 853 rebounds
set by Efrem Winters from 1983-86. Augustine
currently has 960 career rebounds and is on pace
to become the first 1,000-point scorer and 1000-
rebounder in UT history and just the 11¢h in Big
Ten history. The last Big Ten player to achieve this
feat was Indiana’s Alan Henderson 11 years ago.
e Dee Brown moved into the Top Five on the
Ilinois career scoring list at Ohio State on Feb.

12. He currently ranks fifth in school history with
1,724 points and at his current pace should end
his career ranked third on the school’s all-time
scoring chart.

e James Augustine has won the opening tip in
22 of 26 games this season, and has won the tip
81 percent of the time during his career (102-24).
e Illinois has played 75 consecutive games
while ranked in the Top 25.

e Illinois has the nation’s longest nonconfer-
ence homecourt winning streak at 46 games (tied
with Oklahoma).

¢ Illinois tied its fourth-best start in school his-
tory this season with a 15-0 start, marking the
second straight season that the UI won its first 15
games. The Illini won a school-record 29 games
to start last season.

¢ Illinois sold out of season tickets for the
entire season for the second year in a row and
third time in the last five years. The Illini have
played in front of a school-record 27 consecutive
sell-out crowds at the Assembly Hall.

llini Show Balanced Attack in Recent
Big Ten Play

Illinois leaned on its seniors at the beginning of
Big Ten play but has shown a more balanced
offensive attack throughout the lineup in recent
games.

In the first three Big Ten games, seniors Dee
Brown and James Augustine averaged 36.7 of the
team’s 62.3 points (110 of 187 points), account-
ing for 58.8 percent of the offense. But in the last
nine Big Ten games, Brown and Augustine have
averaged just 23.8 of the team’s 65.3 points (214
of 588 points) accounting for just 36.4 percent of
the offense.

Augustine Aiming to Become 11th
Player in Big Ten History With 1,000
Points and 1,000 Rebounds

Senior James Augustine broke the Illinois school
record for career rebounds with his final rebound
with 10:51 left in the game vs. Tennessee-Martin
on Dec. 30 to give him 854 rebounds in his
career, breaking the previous Illini career record of
853 rebounds set by Efrem Winters from 1983-
86.

Augustine now has 960 career boards, which
is also the most rebounds of any current Big Ten
player. He is on pace to become the first 1,000-
point scorer and 1,000-rebounder in Illinois his-
tory and just the 11th in Big Ten history.

Doing it with Defense

At the beginning of the season, Bruce Weber chal-
lenged his team to build its identity and reputa-
tion on defense. Illinois has responded, using
defense to spur its 22-4 record. Opponents are
averaging just 56.8 points (first in Big Ten, sev-
enth in NCAA as of Feb. 13) on 38.9 percent
shooting (second in Big Ten, 12¢th in NCAA as
of Feb. 6) and 30 percent 3-point shooting (first
in Big Ten) for the season.

The Illini have only given up 70 or more
points once this season (Michigan, 74), with 16
opponents scoring under 60. Illinois has not had
an opponent shoot 50 percent in a game this year,
and only four teams have shot better than 45 per-
cent.

Ilinois held back-to-back opponents to less
than 50 points in wins over Arkansas-Little Rock
(75-49) and Georgetown (58-48) for the first
time since Nov. 30 and Dec. 5, 1998 under Lon
Kruger when the Illini defeated Valparaiso (53-
49) and Bradley (53-48).

On Dec. 18, the Illini held Coppin State to
just 42 points, the second-fewest points by an
opponent in the Weber era at Illinois and the
fewest by a UI opponent since Penn State scored
37 in an 80-37 loss at the Assembly Hall on Jan.
21, 2004.

Perhaps Illinois’ best defensive effort of the
season came in the win over Michigan State on
Jan. 5. The Spartans entered the game ranked
14th in the nation in scoring, averaging 82.8 ppg.
But the Illini held MSU to a season-low 50
points, nearly 33 points below its average. MSU
was 10th in the NCAA in field goal percentage at
50.4 percent but shot just 36.2 percent against
the Illini defense.

The Illini “D” did its best work on Michigan
State’s top two scorers, Maurice Ager and Paul
Davis. Ager entered the game ranked 12th in the
nation in scoring at 22 points per game, but he
was held 13 below his average, scoring a season-
low nine points on 3-8 shooting, his only game of
the season not reaching double figures. Davis,
meanwhile, came into the game third in the Big
Ten in scoring, averaging 20 points, but scored
just 12.

In the win over Northwestern on Jan. 21,
Ilinois held the Wildcats to 35.4 percent shoot-
ing and 17 field goals on its home floor, which
included just four first-half baskets. NU’s Vedran
Vukusic, the Big Ten’s leading scorer entering the
game at 20.9 ppg, was held to a season-low five
points and just one field goal by the Illini, his first
game of the year in single digits.

In the win at Wisconsin on Jan. 31, Illinois
held the Badgers to just 51 points, the lowest
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Big Ten Career Records to Watch

NU made just 15 baskets, the
fewest by a UI opponent on the season. Illinois
also held Northwestern without a field goal over
the game’s final eight minutes.

Crashing the Boards

One major area where Illinois has improved its
performance compared to last season is in
rebounding. The Illini are averaging 37.6 rpg
(second in Big Ten) and have totaled 40+ boards

11 times. Illinois is outrebounding its opponents
by an average of 7.4 boards to lead the Big Ten
and rank ninth in the NCAA (as of Feb. 13) in
rebounding margin. Illinois has outrebounded its
opponent in 22 of 26 games on the season. The
Ilini rank second Big Ten in offensive rebound-
ing, averaging 13.0 offensive boards per game.
Last season, Illinois averaged 34.3 rpg and
outrebounded its opponent by an average of only

3.0 boards.

lllini Also Enjoy Success in Close Games
Ilinois leads the Big Ten and ranks 10th in the
nation (as of Feb. 13) in scoring margin at +13.7

ppg, and 18 of its 22 wins have been by double
figures. But the other games have gone down to
the wire and for the most part, the Illini have
been successful in close games as well, owning a
4-2 record this season in games decided by five
points or less:

This is quite a contrast to last year, when Illinois
had a total of just four games decided by five
points or less out of 39 games on the year. Last
season, lllinois did not play in a game decided by
five or less until its 19th game, when it defeated
Iowa in overtime on Jan. 20 by the score of 73-
68. Illinois went 2-2 in games decided by five
points or less last season and is 10-5 in such
games under Bruce Weber.

Dee Does it All

Dee Brown, the “one-man fast break”, is doing it
all for the Illini this season now that his former
running mates Deron Williams and Luther Head
are in the NBA. Brown boasts a career-best scor-
ing average of 14.7 points to lead the team, and is
averaging 15.3 points in conference play. He has
been Illinois” leading scorer in 14 games and has
reached double figures 20 times, with five games
of 20 or more points.

Brown put on one of the best scoring per-
formances by an Illinois player in nearly a decade
in the Big Ten opener vs. Michigan State on Jan.
5. He scored a career-high 34 points, making a
career-high 12 field goals. Seven of his 12 buckets
came from 3-point range, tying the most treys by
a Big Ten player on the year. Brown was on fire in
the first half, scoring 23 points on 8-12 shooting,
which matched the number of first-half baskets
that MSU had as a team. His 34 points are the
most by a Ul player in eight years, since Kevin
Turner scored 35 vs. Indiana in the 1998 Big Ten
opener vs. Indiana (Jan. 3, 1998).

Brown was at it again in the win over
Michigan on Jan. 14, scoring a game-high 26
points, which equaled his second-highest total of
the season. He scored 16 of 26 in the final 11
minutes, nailing four 3-pointers and a key basket
with less than two minutes left to put the Illini up
by three. Brown, who played the entire 40 min-
utes against the Wolverines, also tied his best-ever
performance from the free throw line by making
9-10.

He had his first standout performance in a
Big Ten road game at Northwestern on Jan. 21,
scoring a game-high 18 points on 6-10 shooting,
to go along with eight assists. He then led the
Ilini with a game-high 17 points on 7-11 shoot-
ing vs. Minnesota on Jan. 25 and had 16 points
at Wisconsin on Jan. 31.
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Brown’s first scoring explosion of the season
came in the win at Oregon on Dec. 10 when he
led the Illini with 26 points. Brown made 9-15
shots against the Ducks, including 5-8 from 3-
point range.

Against Missouri on Dec. 21, Brown played a
brilliant all-around game, scoring a game-high 17
points while also recording a game-high seven
assists. He played the entire game (36 min.) with-
out committing a turnover.

Brown’s presence can be felt all over the court,
as he leads the Illini in five total categories: scor-
ing (14.7 ppg), minutes (35.3 mpg), assists (5.6
apg), steals (1.5 spg) and free throw percentage
(64-85, .753). He ranks fourth in the Big Ten
(22nd in NCAA as of Feb. 13) in assists, is fourth
in steals, and is fourth in the conference averaging
2.4 three-pointers per game.

Brown has recorded double-digit assists three
times this year, led by a season-high 11 assists at
Indiana (Jan. 17) and 10 vs. both Arkansas-Little
Rock (Dec. 5) and Tennessee-Martin (Dec. 30).
He is sixth in the Big Ten with a 1.91 assist-to-
turnover ratio on the season, and has improved
that figure to 2.35 over the last 20 games (122
assists, 52 turnovers).

Augie Taking Over

Illinois is counting on a big year from senior
James Augustine, and he is delivering. A four-year
starter, Augustine was the Illini’s fifth-leading
scorer last year (10.1 ppg), but ranks second on
the team in scoring this season at 13.2 points per
game. He has reached double figures in 21 of 26
games and tied his career high with 23 points in
the win over Xavier on Dec. 3 and again with 23
in the win over Michigan on Jan. 14.

The leading career field goal percentage
shooter in Illinois history, Augustine has made
61.8 percent of his shots this season (136-220),
which ranks second in the Big Ten and eighth in
the NCAA (as of Feb. 13). He’s shot 50 percent
or better in all but four games, highlighted by a
pair of 7-9 performances vs. Rutgers (Nov. 26)
and Xavier (Dec. 3), 8-9 shooting vs. Tennessee-
Martin (Dec. 30) and 9-11 shooting vs. Michigan
(Jan. 14).

In addition to his increased scoring,
Augustine has remained the Illini’s top rebounder
and has increased his production in that category
as well. He is averaging 9.1 boards per game this
season to lead the team and rank third in the Big
Ten. Augustine averaged 7.6 rpg last year and
entered his senior season with a career average of
7.0 rebounds.

Augustine broke the school career rebounding
record vs. Tennessee-Martin on Dec. 30 and with
960 career rebounds, at his current average he is
on pace to become Illinois’ first-ever player to col-
lect 1,000 rebounds.

Augustine has nine double-doubles on the

Randle Hitting Stride
After redshirting last season due to a broken
hand, sophomore Brian Randle is back in the Ul
lineup and has had a number of breakout per-
formances. He has also become Illinois’ defensive
stopper, drawing the assignment of containing
the opponents’ top perimeter player each game.
Randle scored a career-high 16 points against
Rutgers on Nov. 26, shooting 6-8 from the field.
He then had 12 points on 4-5 shooting against
North Carolina on Nov. 29. He came up huge in
the clutch, scoring in traffic with 1:06 remaining
to give Illinois a 66-62 lead after the team had
gone scoreless for five-and-a-half minutes.
Randle had 11 points on 5-7 shooting and six
rebounds vs. Arkansas-Little Rock (Dec. 5). and
had nine points and seven boards vs. Oregon on
Dec. 10.
Randle did not play vs. Coppin State on Dec.
18 due to a sprained ankle but returned to the
starting lineup to score 13 points and collect six
rebounds vs. Missouri on Dec. 21. His defense
locked down MU’s Thomas Gardner, who
entered the game leading the Big XII in scoring at
22.3 ppg but managed just six points on 2-12
shooting and had five turnovers against the Illini.
Randle had another superb defensive per-
formance on Michigan State’s Maurice Ager on
Jan. 5. Ager entered the game ranked 12th in the
nation in scoring at 22 points per game, but

Randle held him 13 below his average, as Ager
scored a season-low nine points on 3-8 shooting,
his first game of the season not reaching double
figures.

Randle came within one point of his career
high at Indiana on Jan. 17, scoring 15 points to
go along with six rebounds. He nearly had a dou-
ble-double vs. Minnesota on Jan. 25, recording
10 points and eight boards.

At Wisconsin on Jan. 31, Randle scored 12
points and had a career-high 13 rebounds, seven
of which came on the offensive end.

Last week, he had 10 points and eight boards
vs. Northwestern and tallied 12 points and five
boards vs. Indiana.

Randle has started 25 games on the year. He
is fourth on the team in scoring, averaging 8.5
points while shooting nearly 51 percent from the
field (87-172). He is second on the team in
rebounding at 5.8 rpg, and ranks second behind
Augustine with 60 offensive boards.

McBride Showcases All-Around Game
Rich McBride was known as a three-point spe-
cialist in his first two seasons with the Illini. Now
that he has moved from a reserve role to a starter,
McBride has strengthened other parts of his
game. He worked hard over the summer to
improve his conditioning and is now playing 29
minutes per game and has earned a reputation as
one of the team’s top perimeter defenders along
with Brian Randle.

McBride is still a threat from behind the arc,
ranking second in the Big Ten with an average of
2.6 three-pointers per game (67). He had a sea-
son-high 21 points vs. Tennessee-Martin on Dec.
30 behind a career-high seven 3-pointers.

McBride’s scoring has come on strong recent-
ly as he has been the Illini’s leading scorer in four
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of the last six games, averaging 13.3 points during
that stretch. He scored a game-high 19 points vs.
Purdue (Jan. 28), had 16 points at Wisconsin
(Jan. 31), 17 points vs. Penn State (Feb. 4) and a
game-high 17 vs. Northwestern (Feb. 15).

McBride ranks third on the team in scoring
this season at 9.8 points per game. He is second
on the team in assists behind Brown, averaging
2.1.

Smith Gives lllini Instant Offense
True-freshman shooting guard Jamar Smith has
given the Illini instant offense off the bench.
Despite playing 19.3 minutes per game, Smith is
fifth on the team in scoring, averaging 8.4 points
in a reserve role. He leads the Big Ten in 3-point
field goal shooting at 49.5 percent (55-111) while
ranking 10th in the Big Ten with an average of
2.2 three-pointes per game.

Smith has come off the bench to make his
first 3-point attempt in 12 games on the year, and
has made at least one 3-pointer in all but four
games on the season.

Smith’s coming out party occurred during
Illinois’ victory over Arkansas-Little Rock on
Dec. 5. He scored a career-high 23 points, con-
necting on 8-10 from the field, including 6-8
from 3-point range.

Against Southeast Missouri State on Dec. 28,
Smith scored 14 points on 5-5 shooting, includ-
ing 4-4 from 3-point range.

Smith had his best Big Ten game against
Minnesota on Jan. 25, scoring 16 points on 5-8
shooting from 3-point range. In the win at
Wisconsin on Jan. 31, Smith scored 12 points on
4-4 shooting.

On the season, Smith has scored at least eight
points in 18 of 25 games.
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Pruitt Asserting Himself in the Paint

The Illini coaching staff tabbed sophomore
Shaun Pruitt as the team’s most improved player
compared to a year ago. He quickly earned a start-
ing role in the Ul lineup based on preseason prac-
tice, and has started every game this season after
averaging just 4.6 minutes in 21 games as a true-
freshman last year. Pruitt is averaging 6.0 points
on the season and is third on the team in
rebounding, averaging 5.4 rebounds.

Pruitt had the best game of his career on at
Indiana on Jan. 21, leading the Illini with 17
points on 7-9 shooting, while adding a team-high
seven rebounds and three blocks. He then had a
career-high 10 rebounds at Northwestern on Jan.
21. He had 10 points and seven rebounds vs.
Penn State on Feb. 4.

Frazier Strengthens lllini Backcourt
Back-up freshman point guard Chester Frazier
missed five games during December with a slight
tear and strained quadriceps muscle in his left leg.
He has played well since he returning to the Ul
lineup. In his first game back vs. Southeast
Missouri State on Dec. 28, he played 13 minutes
with five rebounds, five assists and no turnovers.
Against Tennessee-Martin on Dec. 30, Frazier
dished out a career-best eight assists and had just
one turnover in a career-high tying 22 minutes.
He scored a career-high six points vs.
Northwestern on Jan. 21.

Over the past 13 games since his return,
Frazier has totaled 25 assists with just
112turnovers (2.1 a/to ratio).

Carter Coming on Strong

Junior Warren Carter has stepped up his produc-
tion recently for the Illini, providing another
spark off the bench. In wins over Northwestern
and Indiana last week, Carter averaged 9.5 points
and 3.5 rebounds in 22.5 minutes per game. He
had 10 points and four rebounds against the
Wildcats, then had nine points and three
rebounds in a career-high 25 minutes vs. the
Hoosiers.

lllini Nation’s Second-Winningest Team
over Past Five-and-a-Half Seasons
Ilinois ranks as the second-winningest team in
the nation over the past five-and-a-half seasons in
terms of total wins, and ranks third over that
same time span in terms of winning percentage.
Illinois has reeled off 163 victories since the
beginning of the 2000-01 season, which trails
only Duke, while the Illini’s .815 winning per-
centage over that time span trails just Duke and
Gonzaga.

Weber Nation’s Second-Winningest
Coach over Past Four-and-a-Half
Seasons

Bruce Weber has coached consistent winners
everywhere he’s been throughout his college
career. In fact, over the past four-and-a-half sea-
sons only one head coach in America has more
wins on his resume than Weber. Beginning with
the 2001-02 season, Weber has recorded 137 vic-
tories, which trails only Duke’s Mike Krzyzewski
(140 wins, next game 2/22) and leads Roy
Williams (132 wins, next game 2/22) for the
most wins by an NCAA Div. I coach over this
time span. In his final two years at Southern
Illinois, Weber went 28-8 in 2001-02 and 24-7 in
2002-03. He then took over the Illinois program,
leading the Illini to a 26-7 record in 2003-04, a
37-2 mark in 2004-05 and a 21-4 mark so far this

season.

lllini Win Another Top-10 Showdown at
Assembly Hall

With 6th-ranked Illinois 60-50 win over 7th-
ranked Michigan State on Jan. 5, it marked
Ilinois’ fourth straight win at the Assembly Hall
in a game where both teams were ranked in the
Top 10. Illinois is now 13-4 all-time at home in
Top-10 match-ups, including 9-2 at the Assembly
Hall. The game marked the first time at Assembly
Hall with both teams ranked in the Top 10 since
last season when No. 5 Illinois defeated No. 1
Wake Forest 91-73 on Dec. 1, 2004. And it
marked the first time in five years that Illinois
hosted a Big Ten game with both teams in the
Top 10, since the No. 7 Illini defeated No. 4
Michigan State 77-66 on Feb. 6, 2001.

Road Warriors

Illinois has received much attention from its
homecourt dominance, but the Illini have also
enjoyed great success on the road. Illinois is 18-6
(.750) in away games under coach Bruce Weber.
The Illini had to win six straight road games to
clinch the 2004 Big Ten championship, finishing
the 2003-04 season 7-2 in away games. Illinois
then compiled an 8-1 record on the road last sea-
son. Illinois’ 14-game road winning streak was
snapped in the 2005 regular season finale at Ohio
State, and the Illini are 3-3 on the road so far this

Orange Krush Donates $50,000 to
Jimmy V Foundation
Ilinois student section,“Orange Krush” is a char-
ity foundation in addition to a cheering section,
donating thousands of dollars each year to the
community, University and students. During the
past season, the Orange Krush Foundation raised
and donated $400,000 for charity to bring its
seven-year total to $1 million. Orange Krush
donated $350,000 to the University and 35 local
charities at its annual check presentation ceremo-
ny this past October, and donated $50,000 to the
V Foundation for Cancer Research on Dec. 8
during halftime of the game vs. Georgetown.
Orange Krush is almost entirely student run
and is based on the 3-point program. Students
must solicit pledges from the alumni and com-
munity in order to gain entry into Orange Krush.

Championship Team, who was tragically killed in
a car accident in 1999.

Augustine Named Big Ten Co-Player of
the Week

James Augustine was named Big Ten Co-Player of
the Week on Dec. 5. He recorded a double-dou-
ble with 13 points and 13 rebounds at North
Carolina on Nov. 29 as Illinois recorded its first
road victory of the season with a win at Chapel
Hill. He added three assists and three steals
against UNC. Augustine then equaled his career
high in scoring in the win over Xavier on Dec. 3,
erupting for 23 points. He was 7-of-9 from the
field in the victory, while adding a game-high
seven rebounds and two steals. For the week,
Augustine averaged a double-double with 18
points and 10 rebounds on a combined 73.3 per-
cent shooting (11-0f-15).

Augustine Joins 1,000-Point Club

Brown scored his
1,000th point last season against Cincinnati
(Dec. 31, 2004) and currently ranks fifth in
school history with 1,724 career points, while
Augustine ranks 20th with 1,276 career points.

lllini Unveil New Starfing Lineup

With the departure of three starters from last year,
Illinois had a new starting lineup for the season
opening win over South Dakota State, marking
the UT’s first starting lineup change since the
2004 Big Ten Tournament Championship game.
Dee Brown, Deron Williams, Luther Head,
Roger Powell and James Augustine were all in the
same starting lineup for a school-record streak of
42 consecutive games, which included all 39
games of the 2004-05 season.

Brown Preseason Player of the Year
Candidate

Illinois senior guard Dee Brown is the first Illini
player to ever be named preseason All-American
by the Associated Press, and is a preseason Wooden
Award, Naismith Award and Oscar Robertson
Award candidate. He is also on the preseason
Playboy Magazine All-America team for the sec-
ond time. Brown earned Big Ten Preseason Player
of the Year honors for the second time in his
career (also prior to the 2004 season). Illinois has
had the Big Ten Preseason Player of the Year for
each of the last six seasons (2001-Cory Bradford;
2002-Frank Williams; 2003-Brian Cook; 2004-
Dee Brown; 2005-Deron Williams; 2006-Dee
Brown).
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A Look Back at the Fighting lllini’s
Magical 2004-05 Season

Ilinois recorded its best season in school history
in 2004-05. The Illini tied the NCAA record for
wins with 37 en route to a 37-2 overall record.
The UI made its first Final Four appearance since
1989 and advanced to the NCAA Championship
game for the first time in school history, finishing
as the national runner-up. The Illini were ranked
No. 1 in the nation for 15 straight weeks, includ-
ing a first-ever No. 1 ranking in the final
Associated Press poll. lllinois reeled off 29 straight
wins to start the season and secured its second
straight outright Big Ten championship with a
15-1 league record as Bruce Weber became the
first coach in the 100-year history of Big Ten bas-
ketball to win consecutive outright titles in his
first two seasons. The Illini also added the Big Ten
Tournament title in addition to the regular season
crown.

lllini Reach 25-Win Marker for Fifth
Straight Season in 2005

The 2005 season marked the fifth straight year
that the Illini recorded at least 25 wins. Illinois
and Duke are the only teams in the nation to
accomplish this feat in each of the last five seasons
(beginning in 2000-01). Duke has won at least 25
games each of the past eight seasons.

With a combined record of 163-37 (.815)
over the last five-and-a-half years, this marks
Illinois” winningest stretch over that time period
in school history.

Big Ten Road Success

It took a total of just 13 conference road games in
just his second season for Bruce Weber’s Illini to
win at every Big Ten arena. Illinois won at
Indiana, Iowa, Minnesota, Ohio State, Penn State
and Purdue in 2004 and completed the confer-
ence run with wins at Northwestern, Wisconsin,
Michigan State and Michigan in 2005.

Weber is just one of two current coaches in
the Big Ten to win at every opposing arena —
joining Michigan State’s Tom Izzo. Weber has
accomplished the feat the fastest. Below is a
breakdown of how long it took the two to win at
every arena.

Quick Shots

e Illinois spent 15-straight weeks at the top of
the national polls during the 2004-05 season, eas-
ily the longest streak in school history, and the
longest such streak in the nation since Kansas also
spent 15-straight weeks at No. 1 in 1996-97. It
was the third year in school history (1952 and
1989) that the Illini were ranked No. 1 in the
nation.

e Illinois has led the Big Ten in scoring each of
the last five seasons. The Illini led the Big Ten in
scoring with an average of 75.9 points per confer-

ence game last year.

*  More fans saw Illinois play in person during
the 2004-05 season than any other school.
Including the postseason, the Illini were seen by a
total of 711,798 fans across the country. During
the NCAA tournament alone, 196,065 fans
watched the Illini advance to the national cham-
pionship game. In home games, the Illini finished
seventh in the nation with an average of 16,387
fans per game.

Brown Sixth-Straight lllini  Chosen
Preseason Player of the Year Pick

Senior guard Dee Brown became the sixth con-
secutive Fighting Illini player to earn Big Ten
Preseason Player of the Year honors, the second
time he has earned the distinction. The streak
began in 2000 with Cory Bradford and followed
with Frank Williams, Brian Cook, Brown, Deron
Williams and Brown again this season. Cook
went on to win the postseason award, while Frank
Williams and Deron Williams earned First-Team
All-Big Ten honors. Brown earned Big Ten Player
of the Year honors following the 2005 season.

lllinois Begins Season in the Top 25
Ilinois began the 2005-06 season ranked No. 17
in both the Preseason ESPN/USA Today Coaches
Poll and Associated Press Poll, the sixth time in
the last seven years they've been in the preseason
Top 25. The Illini have played 75 straight games
ranked in the Top 25.

Illinois is currently ranked No. 13 in the

Coaches Poll and No. 14 in the AP Poll.

Randle Returns after Redshirt
Redshirt-sophomore forward Brian Randle used
the 2004-05 season as a medical redshirt season
after suffering a broken left hand in practice on
Nov. 10, 2004. Randle started nine games as a
true freshman in 2004, averaging 2.7 points and
2.3 rebounds on the season. As Illinois’ most ath-
letic player, Randle has shown great defensive
ability and is a great finisher around the basket.

#25 Re-emerges on Brock’s Back
Illinois redshirt freshman Calvin Brock is don-
ning No. 25 on his uniform this season, continu-
ing a tradition of Chicago Simeon players wear-
ing the number when at Illinois. Nick Anderson
(1988-89), Deon Thomas (1991-94), Bryant
Notree (1995-97) and Brock have worn No. 25
in honor of former Simeon star Ben Wilson, who
was tragically shot and killed prior to his senior
year of high school.

Hoft Ticket to Watch the lllini at the Hall

For the second year in a row, and third time in the
last five years, Illinois sold out of season tickets
for the season, making it again one of the hottest
tickets in program history. The Illini have played
in front of a current school-record streak of 26
consecutive sell-out crowds at the Assembly Hall.
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New Faces on the Roster

e Arnold Eligible After Transferring From
Illinois State: Marcus Arnold, a 6-8 forward/cen-
ter from Chicago, transferred to Illinois from
Ilinois State in the summer of 2004 and is eligi-
ble after sitting out the 2004-05 season per
NCAA transfer rules. He begins the 2005-06 sea-
son with junior eligibility.

*  Meacham Transfers From Dayton: Trent
Meacham, a 6-2 point guard from Champaign,
transferred to Illinois from Dayton in the sum-
mer of 2005 and will sit out the 2005-06 season
per NCAA transfer rules. He will begin the 2006-
07 season with sophomore eligibility.

e Freshman trio: The 2005 recruiting class of
6-foot-2-inch guard Chester Frazier of Baltimore,
Md., 6-8 forward C.J. Jackson of Buena Vista,
Ga. and 6-3 guard Jamar Smith of Peoria are now
in their freshman season for the Illini.

*  Hicks joins squad as walk-on: Sophomore
Chris Hicks has joined the Illini squad as a walk-
on after surviving a tryout this fall. The 6-2, 190-
pound guard is a native of Chicago and graduat-
ed from Whitney Young High School. Hicks is

majoring in athletic training.

lllini Sign Two

Illinois signed two prep standouts to national let-
ters of intent during the fall signing period in
Brian Carlwell, a 6-11 center from Maywood, IlL.
(Proviso East High School) and 6-9 forward
Richard Semrau of Rocky River, Ohio (Lutheran
West High School).

Cook, Williams and Head in the NBA
Illinois currently has three alumni in the NBA in
Brian Cook, Deron Williams and Luther Head.

Cook, chosen as the 24th pick in the first
round of the 2003 draft, is in his third season
with the Los Angeles Lakers.

Deron Williams was chosen No. 3 overall in
2005 by the Utah Jazz, the highest draft pick in
UI history. Head was the 24th pick by the
Houston Rockets in 2005.

Both Williams and Head were selected to
participate in the NBA Rookie Challenge in
Houston on Feb. 17. The duo reunited to play on
the 9-player rookie team which took on the soph-
omores.

Orange Krush Honors Cardinal

The Orange Krush student support group and
cheering section announced in 2004 that it will
fund an endowment in the name of former men’s
basketball trainer Rod Cardinal in the amount of
$300,000 to fund future student athletic trainers
for the UI sports medicine program. The Krush
has already endowed the $250,000 Matthew
Heldman Memorial Scholarship, named after for-
mer Illini point guard Matt Heldman who was
tragically killed in a car accident in 1999.

found all the incentive they needed in simply getting
an early season victory on the road.

In its first trip to town since last year's Final Four,
Illinois got big games from its tournament holdovers.

Illinois (12-0) won by the most lopsided margin in

The previous highest winning margin was 22
points by Illinois in 1980.

Gardner, who leads the Big 12 with a 22-point aver-
age, was held to a season-worst six points on 2-for-12
shooting. Gardner wasn't the only one struggling:
Missouri shot 35 percent and committed a season-
worst 21 turnovers.

Rich McBride's 3-pointer came a split-second too
late and Penn State rallied from a 16-point second-half
deficit to upset No. 6 Illinois 66-65, ending the
Fighting Illini's home winning streak at 33 games.

Travis Parker's basket with 8.5 seconds left gave
Penn State its first lead and handed the Illini their first
loss at home since Jan. 10, 2004. Parker rebounded
Mike Walker's missed 3-pointer and swished a jumper
that finished the Nittany Lions' comeback.

Parker scored 21 points and Geary Claxton added
20 to lead Penn State, which snapped a four-game los-
ing streak.

McBride's shot went up as the horn sounded and
officials spent several moments reviewing video replays
to determine whether he got it off in time. When ref-
eree Gene Crawford waived off the basket, the arena
fell into a stunned silence.

McBride scored 17 points for the Illini, who led
13-0 early and 39-25 at halftime. James Augustine's
layup gave Illinois its biggest lead, 43-27, with 18:43
to go.

Illinois appeared ready to coast to a win after
Augustine's basket. But rather than demoralize the
Nittany Lions, it seemed to invigorate them.

Parker and Ben Luber hit 3-pointers and Claxton
scored twice from underneath to close the gap to 47-
37 with 14:38 to go. Penn State outscored the Illini
29-18 the rest of the way.

Augustine had 13 points for Illinois, Dee Brown
added 11 and Shaun Pruitt scored 10.

Jamar Butler scored 22 points, Terence Dials had 19
and 15 rebounds and Je'Kel Foster 18 points to lead
No. 19 Ohio State to a 69-53 victory over No. 10
Illinois.

The Buckeyes relied on their outside marksmanship
and Dials inside to win their fourth game in a row and
remain in a virtual tie for first place in the Big Ten.

The Buckeyes (18-3, 7-3) hit 13-0f-23 3-pointers
three days after making 15-0f-24 in a victory at No.
22 Michigan. It was the first time in five years Ohio
State had beaten two ranked opponents in the same
week.

Dee Brown scored 12 points to lead Illinois (20-4,
6-4). James Augustine added 11 points - all in the first
half - and 13 rebounds.

In a matchup of the Big Ten's top offensive (Ohio
State) and defensive (Illinois) teams, the Buckeyes
excelled at both ends. The Illini shot only 37 percent
from the field and were outrebounded 36-32.

After building an 11-point advantage at the half,
Ohio State pushed the lead to 53-32 after Ron Lewis'
3 at the 13:40 mark, making the Buckeyes 12-of-17
on 3s. But Illinois began to make headway with fresh-
man Chester Frazier dogging Foster and frustrating
him with his physical play.

Frazier hit two foul shots with 9:46 left to cap a 12-
0 run - Brown scored five points, Frazier four and
Rich McBride three - that cut the lead to 53-44.

Ohio State responded with a 10-0 run that ended
with Foster hitting a fallaway 3 from the right corner
for a 16-point lead with 7 1/2 minutes left.

Northwestern had battled back from an early 12-
point deficit to tie No. 14 Illinois with 16:53 to play.
It was time for Dee Brown to go to work.

After making just one of his four shots in the first
half, Brown went on a seven-point scoring spree. He
drained a long 3-pointer and, on the next trip down
the court, was fouled while making another and con-
verted the free throw for a four-point play.

Brown's spurt gave the Illini a 36-29 lead and sent
them on to a 63-47 victory Wednesday night.

Even after Brown's rally, Northwestern (12-11, 4-
7) mounted a final push with a 12-2 run that trimmed
a 13-point lead to three. But Illinois answered with 14
straight points to put the game away.
