• Illinois is making its 26th appearance in the NCAA Tournament,
which is the second highest number of Tournament appearances among Big
Ten schools trailing only Indiana’s 33. This is the seventh-consecutive year
Illinois has been in the Tournament, all with Top-5 seeds.

• Illinois has compiled a 37-26 (.587) record all-time in NCAA
Tournament appearances. Since 1975, when the field was increased to 32
teams, Illinois has advanced to the Sweet 16 eight times (1981, 1984, 1985,
1989, 2001, 2002, 2004 and 2005), the Elite Eight four times (1984, 1989
and 2001 and 2005) and the Final Four twice (1989 and 2005). 

• Illinois has made five appearances in the NCAA Final Four, finishing
as the national runner-up last season, placing third in 1949, 1951 and
1952 and tying for third in 1989.

• Illinois has won its last eight first round games in the NCAA
Tournament and has advanced to the Sweet 16 four of the last five years.

• Illinois has received a No. 4 seed for the sixth time in school history
since the NCAA began seeding teams in 1979, and the fourth time in the
last seven years. The Illini are 6-5 (.545) all-time as a No. 4 seed in the
NCAA Tournament, advancing to the Sweet 16 in 1981 and 2002 and
advancing to the second round in 1986, 2000 and 2003.

• Six current members of the Fighting Illini
squad have played a total of 42 games in the
NCAA Tournament. James Augustine and Dee
Brown lead the way with 11 appearances apiece,
while Rich McBride has played in nine
Tournament games and Warren Carter eight.
Rounding out the roster, Brian Randle has
played in two games and Shaun Pruitt one.

• Illinois’ all-time leading scorer in NCAA
Tournament play is Luther Head, who tallied
162 points in 14 games from 2002-05. Dee
Brown ranks second with 156 points, trailing
Head by just six points for the school NCAA
Tournament scoring record. James Augustine has
also totaled over 100 points in the NCAA
Tournament, ranking 12th in school history
with 106 points.

• Illinois’ all-time leading rebounder in
NCAA Tournament play is James Augustine,
who has pulled down 91 boards in 11 games
(8.2 avg).

• Deron Williams is Illinois’ career assists
leader in NCAA Tournament play, with 78
assists in 11 games (7.1 avg) from 2003-05. Dee
Brown ranks fourth on the Illini list with 51
assists.  

• Ken Norman shot .632 (36-57) from the
field and .833 (15-18) from the free-throw line
in NCAA Tournament competition from 1985-
87, the best figures among any Illini who played
more than three tournament games.

• Seventeen different Fighting Illini players
have recorded double-doubles in NCAA
Tournament action on 22 different occasions.
James Augustine is the Illinois leader with three
career double-doubles in the Tournament, all of
which occurred last season. He recorded 11
points and a career-high 15 rebounds vs.

Fairleigh Dickinson in the first round, a career-
high 23 points and 10 rebounds vs. Nevada in
the second round, and 11 points and 10
rebounds vs. Wisconsin-Milwaukee in the
regional semifinal.

• Illinois competed in postseason play for a
school-record 11 consecutive years from 1980-
90, including eight consecutive years (1983-90)
in the NCAA Tournament. 

• Illinois has had four players named to the
Final Four All-Tournament Team. John "Red"
Kerr and James Bredar were selected in 1952
and Deron Williams and Luther Head were cho-
sen last season. Also, Dike Eddleman (1949) was
named to the 1939-40s All-Decade Team.

Illini Headlines
• With his third rebound with 11:17 left in the
first half against Michigan State on March 10,
James Augustine collected his 1,000th career
rebound to become the first 1,000-point scorer
and 1000-rebounder in UI history and just the
12th in Big Ten history. He is the first Big Ten
player to achieve this feat since Indiana’s Alan
Henderson 11 years ago. (see note on p. 7 for com-
plete list).
• Illinois reached the 25-win marker for the
sixth straight season with the victory at Michigan
State on March 4.

2001.
• Illinois has won 113 games in the last four
years, which is the third-winningest period in Big
Ten history over four consecutive seasons. The
Illini are two wins away from tying the Big Ten
record of 115 victories set by Michigan State from
1998-2001. Illinois also owns the second spot on
that list, having won 114 games from 2002-05.
• Bruce Weber has won 88 games in his tenure
at Illinois, which ties the second-most wins ever
by a Big Ten coach in three consecutive seasons.
The record is 93 wins set by Michigan State’s Tom
Izzo from 1999-2001. Former Indiana Coach
Bob Knight also won 88 games from 1991-93.
• Illinois’ frontcourt (James Augustine, Shaun
Pruitt, Brian Randle, Marcus Arnold and Warren
Carter) is averaging 38.3 points per game (268
pts) on 62 percent shooting (101-163) over the
last seven games. 
• Illinois is ranked 13th in the final AP Poll
and 14th in this week’s Coaches Poll. Illinois has

• Dee Brown moved into third place on the
Illinois career scoring list vs. Iowa on Feb. 25.
Brown currently has 1,789 points, which also
makes him the leading career scorer among cur-
rent Big Ten players.
• Dee Brown surpassed Bruce Douglas’ school
record for minutes played vs. Northwestern on
Feb. 15. Brown has logged the most minutes ever
for an Illini player, currently at 4,619.
• James Augustine has started 130 consecutive
games during his career, which is the second-
longest active streak in the NCAA behind Gerry
McNamara’s 134 consecutive starts at Syracuse. 
• Illinois became the first team in the nation
to reach the 20-win marker this season with its
20th victory at Wisconsin on Jan. 31.

166 games since the beginning of the 2000-01
season, which trails only Duke (180 wins).
• Bruce Weber is the second-winningest coach
in the nation over the past five seasons. Since the
beginning of the 2001-02 season, Weber has won
140 games, recording 52 wins in his final two
years at Southern Illinois and 88 wins in his first
three years at Illinois. He trails Duke’s Mike
Krzyzewski by five wins over this time period.
• Illinois, Duke and Oklahoma State are the
only three teams to advance to the NCAA Sweet
16 each of the last two seasons.
• 19 of Illinois’ 25 wins have been by double
figures. The Illini lead the Big Ten and rank 10th
in the nation (as of March 6) in scoring margin at
+11.9 ppg.
• Illinois’ opponents are averaging just 58.1
points on 40.3 percent shooting on the season,
including just 30.8 percent from 3-point range.
The Illini lead the Big Ten and rank eighth in the
nation (as of March 6) in scoring defense, are sec-
ond in the Big Ten and 27th nationally (as of
March 6) in field goal percentage defense, and
rank third in the Big Ten in 3-point field goal per-
centage defense.
• Illinois has allowed 70 or more points to only
one team this season (Michigan; 74 on Jan. 14

and 72 on Feb. 21) and only one opponent has
shot 50 percent or better against the Illini
(Minnesota, .542 on Feb. 28). Illinois has held 16
teams under 40 percent shooting.
• Illinois is outrebounding its opponents by an
average of 5.9 boards per game.

• When Illinois dropped consecutive games vs.
Penn State (Feb. 4) and at Ohio State (Feb. 12)
recently, it marked only the second time in Bruce
Weber’s three-year tenure that Illinois had lost
back-to-back games. Illinois has won five of seven
games since the two-game skid, which includes
three of its last four. The first time the Illini lost
two straight under Weber occurred during his
first year (2004) in games vs. Purdue (Jan. 10)
and at Northwestern (Jan. 14). Illinois went on to
win its final 10 conference games that season to
claim the outright Big Ten championship. 
• Dee Brown ranks second in the Big Ten and
23rd in the nation (as of March 6) in assists, aver-
aging 5.6 apg. Over the last 13 games, he is aver-
aging 6.5 assists (85). He led the league in assists
in conference games only with 89. 
• James Augustine ranks second in the Big Ten
and ninth in the nation (as of March 6) in field
goal percentage at 61.7 percent (164-266). He
leads the Big Ten and ranks 37th in the nation (as
of March 6) in rebounding, averaging 9.3 rpg.
• Sharp-shooting freshman guard Jamar Smith
leads the Big Ten in 3-point field goal percentage
at 48.8 percent (60-123). He has come off the
bench to make his first 3-point attempt in 13
games and has made at least one 3-pointer in 25
of 30 games.
• The trio of guards Rich McBride (79), Dee
Brown (75) and Jamar Smith (60) have account-
ed for all but 14 of Illinois’ three-pointers this sea-
son (214-228, 94 percent). 
• Dee Brown has an assist-to-turnover ratio of
2.30 over the past 24 games (152 assists, 66
turnovers), after opening the season with an
assist/turnover ratio of 0.96 in the first six games
(23 assists, 24 turnovers).
• Rich McBride, who is averaging 9.9 ppg on
the year, has averaged 12.5 points over the Illini’s
last 11 games (137) and has been Illinois’ leading
scorer in five of those 11 contests.
• Dee Brown scored a career-high 34 points in
the win over Michigan State on Jan. 5. It marked
the most points by an Illini player in eight years,
since Kevin Turner scored 35 vs. Indiana on Jan.
3, 1998.
• James Augustine has won the opening tip in
26 of 31 games this season, and has won the tip
nearly 81 percent of the time during his career
(106-25).
• Illinois has played 80 consecutive games
while ranked in the Top 25.
• Illinois has the nation’s longest nonconfer-
ence homecourt winning streak at 46 games (tied
with Oklahoma).
• Illinois tied its fourth-best start in school his-
tory this season with a 15-0 start, marking the

Illini Head Coach Bruce Weber
Bruce Weber has led the Fighting Illini

to the top of the national charts in just his
third season at the helm of the Illinois pro-
gram. In addition to becoming the first
coach in Big Ten history to lead his squad
to outright Big Ten titles in each of his first
two seasons, Weber had Illinois at No. 1 in
the national polls the final 15 weeks of the
2004-05 season. He led the Illini to an
NCAA record-tying 37 victories and the
school’s first appearance in the national
championship game. The Illini success
helped Weber be named National Coach
of the Year by 10 different organizations.
He came to Illinois following five years at
Southern Illinois where he led the Salukis
to Missouri Valley Conference titles each
of his last two seasons.

Weber became just the third coach in
Big Ten history to win an outright title in
his first season in the league, leading the
Illini to 10 straight victories to end the reg-
ular season and claim the title. He is also
just the sixth coach in the conference since
1951 (when Michigan State joined the
league) to defeat every other conference
team in his first season. 

In his five seasons at SIU, Weber took
the Saluki program to the top of the
MVC, winning league titles in 2002 and
2003. He posted records of 28-8 and 24-7
in his last two seasons, leading the Salukis
to back-to-back NCAA Tournament
appearances.  

A 1978 graduate of Wisconsin-
Milwaukee, Weber spent 18 years as an
assistant at Purdue under Gene Keady
before moving to SIU.

He has helped teams make 20 NCAA
Tournament appearances in 27 seasons as
a collegiate coach, including one Final
Four, one Elite Eight and four Sweet
Sixteen appearances. Purdue won six Big
Ten titles during his stop in West
Lafayette.

Brown Named NABC Second-Team All-
American
Dee Brown was named a Second-Team All-
American by the National Association of
Basketball Coaches, as announced on Monday.
This marks the second straight year that Brown
has been named to the NABC’s All-America
Second Team.

Brown Named USBWA Second-Team
All-American & USBWA District V Player
of the Year
Dee Brown was named a Second-Team All-
American by the U.S. Basketball Writers
Association. This is the second year in a row that

Brown has earned All-America honors from the
USBWA, as he was a first-team All-America selec-
tion last season.

Brown was also named the USBWA District
V Player of the Year, the second straight year he
has earned Player of the Year honors for his dis-
trict.

Four Illini Earn Big Ten Awards
Dee Brown was named First-Team All-Big Ten by
the coaches and media, while fellow senior James
Augustine was named First-Team All-Big Ten by
the coaches and Second-Team All-Big Ten by the
media. In addition, sophomore Brian Randle was
named to the Big Ten All-Defensive Team and
rookie Jamar Smith was named to the Big Ten
All-Freshman Team.

Brown leads the Illini in five statistical cate-
gories on the year, leading the team in scoring
(14.4 ppg), assists (5.6 apg), steals (1.5 spg), min-
utes (35.6 mpg) and free throw shooting (.737,
70-95). He ranks second in the Big Ten in assists
and led the league in assists in conference games
only. Brown has scored in double figures 23

times, with seven games of 20+ points, led by a
career-high 34 points vs. Michigan State on Jan.
5. This marks the second straight year that Brown
has earned First-Team All-Big Ten honors.

Augustine ranks second on the Illini in scor-
ing, averaging 13.5 points. He leads the team in
both field goal shooting and rebounding, ranking
second in the Big Ten and eighth in the nation in
field goal percentage at 61.7 percent (164-266)
and leading the conference in rebounding, aver-
aging 9.3 boards. Augustine has scored in double
figures 26 times and has equaled his career high
three times this season with 23 points vs. Xavier
(Dec. 3), 23 vs. Michigan (Jan. 14) and 23 at
Michigan (Feb. 21). He has 12 double-doubles
on the year and tied his career high in rebound-
ing with 15 vs. Michigan State on March 10.

Randle garnered All-Defensive Team acco-
lades after earning a reputation as the Illini’s best
defender, usually drawing the assignment of the
opponents’ top wing player each game. Opposing
players he held below their season scoring average
included Georgetown’s Brandon Bowman,
Oregon’s Malik Hairston, Missouri’s Clarence
Gilbert,  Michigan State’s Maurice Ager, Iowa’s
Adam Haluska and Minnesota’s Vincent Grier.
Randle ranks third on the team in steals (24) and
second in blocked shots (16).

Smith earned a spot on the All-Freshman
team for his instant offense off the bench. He is
fifth on the team in scoring with an average of 7.8
points, and he leads the Big Ten in 3-point shoot-
ing at 48.8 percent (60-123). He has scored in
double figures 11 times and has totaled at least
eight points in 19 games. Smith had a career-high
23 points vs. Arkansas-Little Rock (Dec. 5).

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Illini Reach 25-Win Marker for Sixth
Straight Season
Illinois won its 25th game of the season on March
4 at Michigan State, marking the sixth straight
year that the Illini have recorded at least 25 wins.
Illinois and Duke are the only teams in the nation
to accomplish this feat in each of the last six sea-
sons (beginning in 2000-01). Duke has won at
least 25 games in each of the past 10 seasons.

Illinois’ six consecutive 25-win seasons are a
Big Ten record, doubling the longest streak of any
other school in the history of the conference.
Michigan State (1999-01), Purdue (1994-96),
Indiana (1991-93), and Ohio State (1960-62) all
had three straight 25-win seasons.

About the Illini Seniors
James Augustine and Dee Brown are wrapping up
their careers as four-year starters. The Illini have
compiled a record of 113-22 (.837) during their
tenure, winning two outright Big Ten champi-
onships, two Big Ten Tournament championships
and making four straight NCAA Tournament
appearances, including the Sweet Sixteen in 2004
and the Final Four last year, reaching the NCAA
Championship game for the first time in school
history.

These seniors rank among Illinois’ all-time
top players in nearly every career category. Brown
is currently third on the Illini school scoring chart
(1,789 points) while ranking second in three-
pointers (296), assists (658) and steals (225). He
is already the school-record holder for minutes
played (4,619), has tied the school record for
starts (134), and has set the school record for
wins, having played in 113 during his career.

Augustine is tied with Brown on the career
wins chart, having also played in 113 victories.
He is 18th on the UI scoring list (1,354 points)
and is the school’s all-time leader in field goal
shooting (61.5 percent) and rebounding (1,012).
Augustine is the first player in Illini history and
just the 12th in Big Ten history to record both
1,000 career points and 1,000 career rebounds.   

Brown and Augustine have also been recog-
nized for their achievement in the classroom, each
earning Academic All-Big Ten honors during
their career. Brown earned his bachelor’s degree in
sport management in December, while Augustine
will earn his sport management degree in May.

Augustine 12th Player in Big Ten History

Senior James Augustine became the first player in
Illinois history to record 1,000 career rebounds
with his 1000th board with 11:17 left in the first
half vs. Michigan State on March 10.

Augustine now has 1,012 career boards,
which is also the most rebounds of any current
Big Ten player. He is just the 12th player in Big
Ten history to join the 1,000-point & 1,000-
rebound club.

Illinois’ frontcourt has stepped up its production
over the last seven games, with James Augustine,
Brian Randle, Shaun Pruitt, Warren Carter and
Marcus Arnold averaging 38.3 points per game
on 62 percent shooting. That is a major improve-
ment compared to the previous six games, where
the Illini frontcourt averaged just 28.7 ppg on
44.2 percent shooting. Below is a look at the
Illini’s production in the paint over the last seven
games:

Brown Named to Wooden Award
Midseason List
Dee Brown is listed as one of 30 midseason can-
didates for the John R. Wooden Award, released
on Jan. 28. Brown and Duke’s J.J. Redick are the
only candidates on the midseason list who were
named to last year’s Wooden Award All-America
Team. 

The national ballot consisting of approxi-
mately 20 players will be released in March, and
over 1,000 voters comprised of sports media
members and college basketball experts across the
nation will then cast their votes to determine
both the 10-member All-America Team and the
Player of the Year recipient.  

Illini Record Seventh Straight 20-Win Season
Illinois has recorded its seventh straight 20-win
season, which is also its ninth in the last 10 years
and 25th all-time. The school record for consecu-
tive 20-win seasons is nine, which happened
under Lou Henson from 1983-91. 

Doing it with Defense
At the beginning of the season, Bruce Weber chal-
lenged his team to build its identity and reputa-
tion on defense. Illinois has responded, using
defense to spur its 25-6 record. Opponents are
averaging just 58.1 points (first in Big Ten, eighth
in NCAA as of March 6) on 40.3 percent shoot-
ing  (second in Big Ten, 27th in NCAA as of Feb.
27) and 30.8 percent 3-point shooting (third in
Big Ten) for the season. 

The Illini have given up 70 or more points to
just one team this season (Michigan; 74 on Jan.
14 and 72 on Feb. 21), with 17 opponents scor-
ing under 60. Illinois has had only one opponent
shoot 50 percent or better in a game this year
(Minnesota; .543 on Feb. 28), and only seven
teams have shot better than 45 percent.

Illinois held back-to-back opponents to less
than 50 points in wins over Arkansas-Little Rock
(75-49) and Georgetown (58-48) for the first
time since Nov. 30 and Dec. 5, 1998 under Lon
Kruger when the Illini defeated Valparaiso (53-
49) and Bradley (53-48). 

On Dec. 18, the Illini held Coppin State to
just 42 points, the second-fewest points by an
opponent in the Weber era at Illinois and the
fewest by a UI opponent since Penn State scored
37 in an 80-37 loss at the Assembly Hall on Jan.
21, 2004.

Perhaps Illinois’ best defensive effort of the
season came in the win over Michigan State on
Jan. 5. The Spartans entered the game ranked
14th in the nation in scoring, averaging 82.8 ppg.
But the Illini held MSU to a season-low 50
points, nearly 33 points below its average. MSU
was 10th in the NCAA in field goal percentage at
50.4 percent but shot just 36.2 percent against
the Illini defense. 

The Illini “D” did its best work on Michigan

State’s top two scorers, Maurice Ager and Paul
Davis. Ager entered the game ranked 12th in the
nation in scoring at 22 points per game, but he
was held 13 below his average, scoring a season-
low nine points on 3-8 shooting, his only game of
the season not reaching double figures. Davis,
meanwhile, came into the game third in the Big
Ten in scoring, averaging 20 points, but scored
just 12.

In the win over Northwestern on Jan. 21,
Illinois held the Wildcats to 35.4 percent shoot-
ing and 17 field goals on its home floor, which
included just four first-half baskets. NU’s Vedran
Vukusic, the Big Ten’s leading scorer entering the
game at 20.9 ppg, was held to a season-low five
points and just one field goal by the Illini, his first
game of the year in single digits.

In the win at Wisconsin on Jan. 31, Illinois
held the Badgers to just 51 points, the lowest
point total for Wisconsin at the Kohl Center in
Bo Ryan’s five-year tenure as head coach.
Wisconsin made just 16 field goals and shot just
35.6 percent from the field and 15 percent from
3-point range on the night.

In the win over Northwestern on Feb. 15,
Illinois held the Wildcats to just 47 points, tying
the lowest scoring total by an Illini opponent in
conference play. NU made just 15 baskets, the
fewest by a UI opponent on the season. Illinois
also held Northwestern without a field goal over
the game’s final eight minutes.

In the victory over Iowa on Feb. 25, the Illini
held Adam Haluska, the Hawkeyes’ leading scor-
er, to a season-low three points on just one field
goal.

Crashing the Boards
One major area where Illinois has improved its
performance compared to last season is in
rebounding. The Illini are averaging 36.0 rpg
(third in Big Ten) and have totaled 40+ boards 11
times. Illinois is outrebounding its opponents by
an average of 5.9 boards to lead the Big Ten and
rank 16th in the NCAA (as of March 6) in
rebounding margin. Illinois has outrebounded its
opponent in 23 of 31 games on the season. The
Illini rank second in the Big Ten in offensive
rebounding, averaging 12.4 offensive boards per
game.

Last season, Illinois averaged 34.3 rpg and
outrebounded its opponent by an average of only
3.0 boards.

Home Cookin’
Illinois is 93-4 (.959) at the Assembly Hall over
the past seven seasons, the best home mark in the
nation over that time period ... Included in that
run have been three undefeated home seasons in

Brown boasts a career-best scor-
ing average of 14.4 points to lead the team. He
has been Illinois’ leading scorer in 15 games and
has reached double figures 23 times, with seven
games of 20 or more points.

5. He scored a career-high 34 points, making a
career-high 12 field goals. Seven of his 12 buck-
ets came from 3-point range, tying the most treys
by a Big Ten player on the year. Brown was on
fire in the first half, scoring 23 points on 8-12
shooting, which matched the number of first-half
baskets that MSU had as a team. His 34 points
are the most by a UI player in eight years, since
Kevin Turner scored 35 vs. Indiana in the 1998
Big Ten opener vs. Indiana (Jan. 3, 1998).

Brown was at it again in the win over
Michigan on Jan. 14, scoring a game-high 26
points, which equaled his second-highest total of
the season. He scored 16 of 26 in the final 11
minutes, nailing four 3-pointers and a key basket
with less than two minutes left to put the Illini
up by three. Brown, who played the entire 40
minutes against the Wolverines, also tied his best-
ever performance from the free throw line by
making 9-10. 

He had his first standout performance in a
Big Ten road game at Northwestern on Jan. 21,
scoring a game-high 18 points on 6-10 shooting,
to go along with eight assists. He then led the
Illini with a game-high 17 points on 7-11 shoot-
ing vs. Minnesota on Jan. 25 and had 16 points
at Wisconsin on Jan. 31.

He had his most recent 20-point outings at
Michigan on Feb. 21 and in the victory at
Michigan State on March 4, finishing with 20
points in both games. 

Brown’s first scoring explosion of the season
came in the win at Oregon on Dec. 10 when he
led the Illini with 26 points. Brown made 9-15
shots against the Ducks, including 5-8 from 3-
point range. 

Against Missouri on Dec. 21, Brown played
a brilliant all-around game, scoring a game-high
17 points while also recording a game-high seven
assists. He played the entire game (36 min.) with-
out committing a turnover.

Brown’s presence can be felt all over the
court, as he leads the Illini in five total categories:
scoring (14.4 ppg), minutes (35.6 mpg), assists
(5.6 apg), steals (1.5 spg) and free throw percent-
age (70-95, .737). He ranks second in the Big
Ten (23rd in NCAA as of March 6) in assists, is
sixth in steals, and is third in the conference aver-
aging 2.4 three-pointers per game. 

Brown has recorded double-digit assists three
times this year, led by a season-high 11 assists at
Indiana (Jan. 17) and 10 vs. both Arkansas-Little
Rock (Dec. 5) and Tennessee-Martin (Dec. 30).
He is sixth in the Big Ten with a 1.94 assist-to-
turnover ratio on the season, and has improved
that figure to 2.30 over the last 24 games (152
assists, 66 turnovers). He had nine assists with
just one turnover in 38 minutes vs. Iowa on on

Feb. 25.

Augie Taking Over
Illinois is counting on a big year from senior
James Augustine, and he is delivering. A four-
year starter, Augustine was the Illini’s fifth-lead-
ing scorer last year (10.1 ppg), but ranks second
on the team in scoring this season at 13.5 points
per game. He has reached double figures in 26 of
31 games and has tied his career high three times
this season with 23 points in the win over Xavier
on Dec. 3, in the win over Michigan on Jan. 14,
and again vs. Michigan on Feb. 21.

The leading career field goal percentage
shooter in Illinois history, Augustine has made
61.7 percent of his shots this season (164-266),
which ranks second in the Big Ten and ninth in
the NCAA (as of March 6). He’s shot 50 percent
or better in all but five games, highlighted by a
pair of 7-9 performances vs. Rutgers (Nov. 26)
and Xavier (Dec. 3), 8-9 shooting vs. Tennessee-
Martin (Dec. 30), 9-11 shooting vs. Michigan
(Jan. 14) and 9-13 at Michigan (Feb. 21).

In addition to his increased scoring,
Augustine has remained the Illini’s top rebound-
er and has increased his production in that cate-
gory as well. He is averaging 9.3 boards per game
this season to lead the Big Ten. Augustine aver-
aged 7.6 rpg last year and entered his senior sea-
son with a career average of 7.0 rebounds.
Augustine is on pace to become the first Illinois
player to lead the Big Ten in rebounding since
conference began tracking all-games statistics in
1990.

Augustine is Illinois’ first-ever player to col-
lect 1,000 rebounds and is just the 12th player in
Big Ten history with both 1,000 career points
and 1,000 career boards.

Randle Hitting Stride
After redshirting last season due to a broken
hand, sophomore Brian Randle is back in the UI
lineup and has had a number of breakout per-
formances. He has also become Illinois’ defensive
stopper, drawing the assignment of containing
the opponents’ top perimeter player each game. 

Randle scored a career-high 16 points against
Rutgers on Nov. 26, shooting 6-8 from the field.
He then had 12 points on 4-5 shooting against
North Carolina on Nov. 29. He came up huge in
the clutch, scoring in traffic with 1:06 remaining
to give Illinois a 66-62 lead after the team had
gone scoreless for five-and-a-half minutes.

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Randle had 11 points on 5-7 shooting and six
rebounds vs. Arkansas-Little Rock (Dec. 5). and
had nine points and seven boards vs. Oregon on
Dec. 10. 

Randle did not play vs. Coppin State on Dec.
18 due to a sprained ankle but returned to the
starting lineup to score 13 points and collect six
rebounds vs. Missouri on Dec. 21. His defense
locked down MU’s Thomas Gardner, who
entered the game leading the Big XII in scoring at
22.3 ppg but managed just six points on 2-12
shooting and had five turnovers against the Illini.

Randle had another superb defensive per-
formance on Michigan State’s Maurice Ager on
Jan. 5. Ager entered the game ranked 12th in the
nation in scoring at 22 points per game, but
Randle held him 13 below his average, as Ager
scored a season-low nine points on 3-8 shooting,
his first game of the season not reaching double
figures.

Randle came within one point of his career
high at Indiana on Jan. 17, scoring 15 points to
go along with six rebounds. He nearly had a dou-
ble-double vs. Minnesota on Jan. 25, recording
10 points and eight boards.

At Wisconsin on Jan. 31, Randle scored 12
points and had a career-high 13 rebounds, seven
of which came on the offensive end.

He had 10 points and eight boards vs.
Northwestern (Feb. 15) and tallied 12 points and
five boards vs. Indiana (Feb. 19).

Against Iowa on Feb. 25, Randle scored 13
points and guarded the Hawkeyes’ leading scorer
Adam Haluska, who made just one basket and
had a season-low three points.

Randle has started 30 games on the year. He
is fourth on the team in scoring, averaging 8.3
points while shooting over 51 percent from the
field (99-192). He is second on the team in
rebounding at 5.3 rpg, and ranks second behind
Augustine with 75 offensive boards.

McBride Showcases All-Around Game
Rich McBride was known as a three-point spe-
cialist in his first two seasons with the Illini. Now
that he has moved from a reserve role to a starter,
McBride has strengthened other parts of his
game. He worked hard over the summer to
improve his conditioning and is now playing over
30 minutes per game and has earned a reputation
as one of the team’s top perimeter defenders along
with Brian Randle.

McBride is still a threat from behind the arc,
leading the Big Ten with an average of 2.55 three-
pointers per game (79). He had a season-high 21
points vs. Tennessee-Martin on Dec. 30 behind a
career-high seven 3-pointers.

McBride’s scoring has come on strong recent-
ly as he has been the Illini’s leading scorer in five
of the last 11 games, averaging 12.5 points during
that stretch (137 points total). He scored a game-
high 19 points vs. Purdue (Jan. 28), had 16
points at Wisconsin (Jan. 31), 17 points vs. Penn
State (Feb. 4), a game-high 17 vs. Northwestern
(Feb. 15) and 15 points vs. Iowa on Feb. 25.

McBride ranks third on the team in scoring
this season at 10.0 points per game. He is second
on the team in assists behind Brown, averaging
2.1.

Smith Gives Illini Instant Offense
True-freshman shooting guard Jamar Smith has
given the Illini instant offense off the bench.
Despite playing under 19 minutes per game,
Smith is fifth on the team in scoring, averaging
7.8 points in a reserve role. He leads the Big Ten
in 3-point field goal shooting at 48.8 percent (60-
123) while ranking 12th in the Big Ten with an
average of 2.0 three-pointes per game.

Smith has come off the bench to make his
first 3-point attempt in 13 games on the year, and
has made at least one 3-pointer in all but five
games on the season.

Smith’s coming out party occurred during
Illinois’ victory over Arkansas-Little Rock on
Dec. 5. He scored a career-high 23 points, con-
necting on 8-10 from the field, including 6-8
from 3-point range. 

Against Southeast Missouri State on Dec. 28,
Smith scored 14 points on 5-5 shooting, includ-
ing 4-4 from 3-point range. 

Smith had his best Big Ten game against
Minnesota on Jan. 25, scoring 16 points on 5-8
shooting from 3-point range. In the win at
Wisconsin on Jan. 31, Smith scored 12 points on
4-4 shooting.

On the season, Smith has scored at least eight
points in 19 of 30 games.

Pruitt Asserting Himself in the Paint
The Illini coaching staff tabbed sophomore
Shaun Pruitt as the team’s most improved player
compared to a year ago. He quickly earned a start-
ing role in the UI lineup based on preseason prac-
tice, and has started every game this season after
averaging just 4.6 minutes in 21 games as a true-
freshman last year. Pruitt is averaging 6.3 points
on the season and is third on the team in
rebounding, averaging 5.1 rebounds. 

Pruitt had the best game of his career at
Indiana on Jan. 21, leading the Illini with 17
points on 7-9 shooting, while adding a team-high
seven rebounds and three blocks. He then had a
career-high 10 rebounds at Northwestern on Jan.
21. He had 10 points and seven rebounds vs.
Penn State on Feb. 4.

Pruitt had 10 points at Michigan on Feb. 21
and nine points and five rebounds at Minnesota
on Feb. 28. He then reached double figures for
the sixth time this season at Michigan State on
March 4, finishing with 12 points.

Back-up freshman point guard Chester Frazier
missed five games during December with a slight
tear and strained quadriceps muscle in his left leg.
He has played well since he returning to the UI
lineup. In his first game back vs. Southeast
Missouri State on Dec. 28, he played 13 minutes
with five rebounds, five assists and no turnovers.
Against Tennessee-Martin on Dec. 30, Frazier
dished out a career-best eight assists and had just
one turnover in a career-high tying 22 minutes.
He scored a career-high six points vs.
Northwestern on Jan. 21. 

Over the past 18 games since his return,
Frazier has totaled 33 assists with just 15
turnovers (2.2 a/to ratio).

Illini Nation’s Second-Winningest Team
over Past Six Seasons
Illinois ranks as the second-winningest team in
the nation over the past six seasons in terms of
total wins, and ranks third over that same time
span in terms of winning percentage. Illinois has
reeled off 166 victories since the beginning of the
2000-01 season, which trails only Duke, while
the Illini’s .810 winning percentage over that time
span trails just Duke and Gonzaga. Following is a
list of the six winningest teams (ranked by total
wins) over the past six seasons:

Weber Nation’s Second-Winningest
Coach over Past Five Seasons
Bruce Weber has coached consistent winners
everywhere he’s been throughout his college
career. In fact, over the past five seasons only one
head coach in America has more wins on his
resume than Weber. Beginning with the 2001-02
season, Weber has recorded 140 victories, which
trails only Duke’s Mike Krzyzewski (145) and
leads Roy Williams (137 wins) for the most wins
by an NCAA Div. I coach over this time span. In
his final two years at Southern Illinois, Weber
went 28-8 in 2001-02 and 24-7 in 2002-03. He
then took over the Illinois program, leading the

Illini to a 26-7 record in 2003-04, a 37-2 mark in
2004-05 and a 25-6 mark so far this season.

Road Warriors
Illinois has received much attention from its
homecourt dominance, but the Illini have also
enjoyed great success on the road. Illinois is 20-7
(.741) in away games under coach Bruce Weber.
The Illini had to win six straight road games to
clinch the 2004 Big Ten championship, finishing
the 2003-04 season 7-2 in away games. Illinois
then compiled an 8-1 record on the road last sea-
son. Illinois’ 14-game road winning streak was
snapped in the 2005 regular season finale at Ohio
State, and the Illini were 5-4 on the road in 2005-
06.

Illini Win Another Top-10 Showdown at
Assembly Hall
With 6th-ranked Illinois’ 60-50 win over 7th-
ranked Michigan State on Jan. 5, it marked
Illinois’ fourth straight win at the Assembly Hall
in a game where both teams were ranked in the
Top 10. Illinois is now 13-4 all-time at home in
Top-10 match-ups, including 9-2 at the Assembly
Hall. The game marked the first time at Assembly
Hall with both teams ranked in the Top 10 since
last season when No. 5 Illinois defeated No. 1
Wake Forest 91-73 on Dec. 1, 2004. And it
marked the first time in five years that Illinois
hosted a Big Ten game with both teams in the
Top 10, since the No. 7 Illini defeated No. 4
Michigan State 77-66 on Feb. 6, 2001.

Illini Claim Eighth Undefeated Non-
Conference Record in Modern Era
Illinois went 14-0 in non-conference play for the
second consecutive season, claiming its eighth
perfect non-Big Ten record since World War II.

Orange Krush Donates $50,000 to
Jimmy V Foundation
Illinois student section,“Orange Krush” is a char-
ity foundation in addition to a cheering section,
donating thousands of dollars each year to the
community, University and students. During the
past season, the Orange Krush Foundation raised
and donated $400,000 for charity to bring its
seven-year total to $1 million. Orange Krush
donated $350,000 to the University and 35 local
charities at its annual check presentation ceremo-
ny this past October, and donated $50,000 to the
V Foundation for Cancer Research on Dec. 8
during halftime of the game vs. Georgetown.

Orange Krush is almost entirely student run
and is based on the 3-point program. Students
must solicit pledges from the alumni and com-
munity in order to gain entry into Orange Krush.
In addition to supporting countless charities over
the past seven years, the Orange Krush
Foundation has created two endowments. Two
years ago the Orange Krush formed the Rod
Cardinal Sports Medicine Fund honoring Rod
Cardinal, who was Illinois men’s basketball ath-
letic trainer for 30 years. This endowment bene-
fits all student-trainers at the University of
Illinois. This was the second endowment formed
by Orange Krush. The first was the Matthew
Heldman Memorial Scholarship Fund, which
endows a scholarship for an Illini basketball play-
er. The scholarship honors the late Matt
Heldman, point guard for the 1997-98 Big Ten
Championship Team, who was tragically killed in
a car accident in 1999.

Augustine Named Big Ten Co-Player of
the Week
James Augustine was named Big Ten Co-Player of
the Week on Dec. 5. He recorded a double-dou-
ble with 13 points and 13 rebounds at North
Carolina on Nov. 29 as Illinois recorded its first
road victory of the season with a win at Chapel
Hill. He added three assists and three steals
against UNC. Augustine then equaled his career
high in scoring in the win over Xavier on Dec. 3,
erupting for 23 points. He was 7-of-9 from the
field in the victory, while adding a game-high

Illinois’ victory over Xavier on Dec. 3 marked the
final United Center appearance for a pair of
Chicagoland products on the Illini roster in sen-
iors Dee Brown and James Augustine. The duo
never lost a game at the UC, finishing their four-
year careers with a perfect 12-0 record.

Illinois Tops North Carolina in Big
Ten/ACC Challenge
The ACC won the 2005 Big Ten/ACC Challenge
by a narrow 6-5 margin. But the Illini represent-
ed the Big Ten Conference well, posting a 68-64
victory over North Carolina at Chapel Hill on
Nov. 29 to become the only Big Ten squad to win
on the road in this year’s Challenge. Illinois also
broke UNC’s 21-game winning streak at the
Smith Center, which was the second-longest
UNC winning streak in the 20-year history of
Dean Dome.

Augustine Named MVP of South Padre
Island Invitational
Senior James Augustine was named Most
Valuable Player of the South Padre Island
Invitational on Nov. 26. Augustine averaged 14.8
points and 7.5 rebounds over the course of the
four-game tournament, while shooting 65 per-
cent from the field. He had 18 points on 7-9
shooting in the championship game vs. Rutgers,
and recorded a double-double vs. Wichita State
with 14 points and 10 rebounds. Augustine also
tied his career high in assists with four against the
Shockers. 

Brown and McBride Named to South
Padre Island All-Tournament Team
In addition to James Augustine bringing home
the MVP trophy from South Padre Island, guards
Dee Brown and Rich McBride were named to the
All-Tournament Team. Brown averaged 13
points, 4.3 rebounds, 4.5 assists and 2.0 steals
during the tournament. His best game came
against Texas-Pan American where he scored 20
points while tying his career high with seven
rebounds, along with tallying four assists and four
steals.

McBride was Illinois’ best perimeter defender
during the tournament while also averaging 9.8
ppg. In the four games, he dished out a combined
14 assists while turning the ball over just three
times.

Augustine Joins 1,000-Point Club
Senior James Augustine became the 40th player
in Illinois history to record 1,000 career points
when he scored his 1,000th point against Rutgers
on Nov. 26. He joins Dee Brown as current UI

players in the 1,000-point club. Brown scored his
1,000th point last season against Cincinnati
(Dec. 31, 2004) and currently ranks third in
school history with 1,789 career points, while
Augustine ranks 18th with 1,354 career points.

Illini Unveil New Starting Lineup
With the departure of three starters from last year,
Illinois had a new starting lineup for the season
opening win over South Dakota State, marking
the UI’s first starting lineup change since the
2004 Big Ten Tournament Championship game.
Dee Brown, Deron Williams, Luther Head,
Roger Powell and James Augustine were all in the
same starting lineup for a school-record streak of
42 consecutive games, which included all 39
games of the 2004-05 season.

Brown Preseason Player of the Year
Candidate
Illinois senior guard Dee Brown is the first Illini
player to ever be named preseason All-American
by the Associated Press, and is a preseason Wooden
Award, Naismith Award and Oscar Robertson
Award candidate. He is also on the preseason
Playboy Magazine All-America team for the sec-
ond time. Brown earned Big Ten Preseason Player
of the Year honors for the second time in his
career (also prior to the 2004 season). Illinois has
had the Big Ten Preseason Player of the Year for
each of the last six seasons (2001-Cory Bradford;
2002-Frank Williams; 2003-Brian Cook; 2004-
Dee Brown; 2005-Deron Williams; 2006-Dee
Brown). 

A Look Back at the Fighting Illini’s
Magical 2004-05 Season
Illinois recorded its best season in school history
in 2004-05. The Illini tied the NCAA record for
wins with 37 en route to a 37-2 overall record.
The UI made its first Final Four appearance since
1989 and advanced to the NCAA Championship
game for the first time in school history, finishing
as the national runner-up. The Illini were ranked
No. 1 in the nation for 15 straight weeks, includ-
ing a first-ever No. 1 ranking in the final
Associated Press poll. Illinois reeled off 29 straight
wins to start the season and secured its second
straight outright Big Ten championship with a
15-1 league record as Bruce Weber became the
first coach in the 100-year history of Big Ten bas-
ketball to win consecutive outright titles in his
first two seasons. The Illini also added the Big Ten
Tournament title in addition to the regular season
crown. 

Big Ten Road Success
It took a total of just 13 conference road games in
just his second season for Bruce Weber’s Illini to
win at every Big Ten arena. Illinois won at
Indiana, Iowa, Minnesota, Ohio State, Penn State
and Purdue in 2004 and completed the confer-
ence run with wins at Northwestern, Wisconsin,
Michigan State and Michigan in 2005.

Weber is just one of two current coaches in
the Big Ten to win at every opposing arena –
joining Michigan State’s Tom Izzo. Weber has
accomplished the feat the fastest. Below is a

breakdown of how long it took the two to win at
every arena.

Quick Shots
• Illinois spent 15-straight weeks at the top of
the national polls during the 2004-05 season, eas-
ily the longest streak in school history, and the
longest such streak in the nation since Kansas also
spent 15-straight weeks at No. 1 in 1996-97. It
was the third year in school history (1952 and
1989) that the Illini were ranked No. 1 in the
nation.
• Illinois  led the Big Ten in scoring each of the
last five seasons until 2006. The Illini led the Big
Ten in scoring with an average of 75.9 points per
conference game in 2005.
• More fans saw Illinois play in person during
the 2004-05 season than any other school.
Including the postseason, the Illini were seen by a
total of 711,798 fans across the country. During
the NCAA tournament alone, 196,065 fans
watched the Illini advance to the national cham-
pionship game. In home games, the Illini finished
seventh in the nation with an average of 16,387
fans per game.

Brown Sixth-Straight Illini Chosen
Preseason Player of the Year Pick
Senior guard Dee Brown became the sixth con-
secutive Fighting Illini player to earn Big Ten
Preseason Player of the Year honors, the second
time he has earned the distinction. The streak
began in 2000 with Cory Bradford and followed
with Frank Williams, Brian Cook, Brown, Deron
Williams and Brown again this season. Cook
went on to win the postseason award, while Frank
Williams and Deron Williams earned First-Team
All-Big Ten honors. Brown earned Big Ten Player
of the Year honors following the 2005 season. 

Illinois Begins Season in the Top 25
Illinois began the 2005-06 season ranked No. 17
in both the Preseason ESPN/USA Today Coaches
Poll and Associated Press Poll, the sixth time in

Illinois and the Century Mark
Illinois has scored 100 points or more 77 times in
school history. Below is a breakdown of Illinois’
record in games where it hits the 100 mark.

Illinois is currently ranked No. 13 in the AP
Poll and No. 14 in the Coaches Poll, and has
played 80 straight games ranked in the Top 25.

Randle Returns after Redshirt
Redshirt-sophomore forward Brian Randle used
the 2004-05 season as a medical redshirt season
after suffering a broken left hand in practice on
Nov. 10, 2004. Randle started nine games as a
true freshman in 2004, averaging 2.7 points and
2.3 rebounds on the season. As Illinois’ most ath-
letic player, Randle has shown great defensive
ability and is a great finisher around the basket.

#25 Re-emerges on Brock’s Back
Illinois redshirt freshman Calvin Brock is don-
ning No. 25 on his uniform this season, continu-
ing a tradition of Chicago Simeon players wear-
ing the number when at Illinois. Nick Anderson
(1988-89), Deon Thomas (1991-94), Bryant
Notree (1995-97) and Brock have worn No. 25
in honor of former Simeon star Ben Wilson, who
was tragically shot and killed prior to his senior
year of high school.

Hot Ticket to Watch the Illini at the Hall
For the second year in a row, and third time in the
last five years, Illinois sold out of season tickets
for the season, making it again one of the hottest
tickets in program history. The Illini have played
in front of a current school-record streak of 28
consecutive sell-out crowds at the Assembly Hall.  

The Illini played in front of 16 sell-out
crowds this season, averaging 16,618 fans per
game at the Assembly Hall. Illinois set school
record for highest average attendance for a season
and most sell-outs in a season.

New Faces on the Roster
• Arnold Eligible After Transferring From
Illinois State: Marcus Arnold, a 6-8 forward/cen-
ter from Chicago, transferred to Illinois from
Illinois State in the summer of 2004 and is eligi-
ble after sitting out the 2004-05 season per
NCAA transfer rules. He begins the 2005-06 sea-
son with junior eligibility.

• Meacham Transfers From Dayton: Trent
Meacham, a 6-2 point guard from Champaign,
transferred to Illinois from Dayton in the sum-
mer of 2005 and will sit out the 2005-06 season
per NCAA transfer rules. He will begin the 2006-
07 season with sophomore eligibility.
• Freshman trio: The 2005 recruiting class of

6-foot-2-inch guard Chester Frazier of Baltimore,
Md., 6-8 forward C.J. Jackson of Buena Vista,
Ga. and 6-3 guard Jamar Smith of Peoria are now
in their freshman season for the Illini.
• Hicks joins squad as walk-on: Sophomore
Chris Hicks has joined the Illini squad as a walk-
on after surviving a tryout this fall. The 6-2, 190-
pound guard is a native of Chicago and graduat-
ed from Whitney Young High School. Hicks is
majoring in athletic training.

Illini Sign Two
Illinois signed two prep standouts to national let-
ters of intent during the fall signing period in
Brian Carlwell, a 6-11 center from Maywood, Ill.
(Proviso East High School) and 6-9 forward
Richard Semrau of Rocky River, Ohio (Lutheran
West High School).

Cook, Williams and Head in the NBA
Illinois currently has three alumni in the NBA in
Brian Cook, Deron Williams and Luther Head.

Cook, chosen as the 24th pick in the first
round of the 2003 draft, is in his third season
with the Los  Angeles Lakers.

Deron Williams was chosen No. 3 overall in
2005 by the Utah Jazz, the highest draft pick in
UI history. Head was the 24th pick by the
Houston Rockets in 2005.

Both Williams and Head were selected to
participate in the NBA Rookie Challenge  in
Houston on Feb. 17. The duo reunited to play on
the 9-player rookie team which took on the soph-
omores.

Orange Krush  Honors Cardinal
The Orange Krush student support group and
cheering section announced in 2004 that it will
fund an endowment in the name of former men’s
basketball trainer Rod Cardinal in the amount of
$300,000 to fund future student athletic trainers
for the UI sports medicine program. The Krush
has already endowed the $250,000 Matthew
Heldman Memorial Scholarship, named after for-
mer Illini point guard Matt Heldman who was
tragically killed in a car accident in 1999.

Students have access to
thousands of computer terminals in
classrooms, residence halls, and
campus libraries for use in classroom
instruction, study, and research. 

Students and scholars find the
University an ideal place to conduct
inter- and multidisciplinary
research. The most visible example
of the University’s commitment to
such study is the Beckman Institute
for Advanced Science and
Technology, where eighteen research
groups from sixteen University
departments work within and across
three broadly defined themes: bio-
logical intelligence, human-comput-
er intelligent interaction, and molec-
ular and electronic nanostructures. 
The University has a fundamental
commitment to undergraduate edu-
cation. Over 28,000 undergraduate
students are enrolled in nine under-
graduate divisions, which together

offer some 4,000 courses in
more than 150 fields of study.
The divisions are the College
of Agricultural, Consumer
and Environmental Sciences;
College of Applied Life
Studies; College of Business;
College of Communications;
College of Education; College
of Engineering; College of
Fine and Applied Arts;
College of Liberal Arts and
Sciences; and Institute of
Aviation. 

Undergraduate admission is
highly selective. In a typical fresh-
man class, students in the middle
50% had ACT scores between 25
and 30 and ranked between the
83rd and 96th percentiles of their
high school graduating classes. 

The University enrolls over 9,000
graduate and professional students
in more than 100 disciplines. It is
among the top five universities in
number of earned doctorates award-
ed annually in the United States. 

Also integral to the University’s mis-
sion is a commitment to public
engagement. 

Each year about 65,000 Illinois resi-
dents participate in scores of confer-
ences, institutes, credit and noncred-
it courses, and workshops presented
on campus and statewide. The
University’s Cooperative Extension
Service comes into contact with
nearly two million Illinois residents,
providing 4-H, nutrition interven-
tion, and other programs in rural
and urban settings. 

Research and class projects take stu-
dents and professors outside their

classrooms and laboratories to share
expertise and technical support with
Illinois farmers, manufacturing
firms, and businesses. In a typical
year, student volunteers log more
than 60,000 volunteer hours in
blood drives, day care centers, pris-
ons, senior citizen centers, and
tutoring programs. 

Another prime indicator of the
University’s excellence is the success
of its alumni: 13 alumni are Nobel
laureates and another 18 have won
Pulitzer Prizes. 

A major center for the arts, the cam-
pus attracts dozens of nationally and
internationally renowned artists each
year to its widely acclaimed
Krannert Center for the Performing
Arts. Designed by alumnus Max
Abramovitz, an architect of New
York City’s Lincoln Center, the facil-
ity has four indoor theaters and an
outdoor amphitheater. Together,
they host more than 350 perform-
ances each year. The University also
supports two major museums: the
Krannert Art Museum and Kinkead
Pavilion, second only to the Art

Institute of Chicago
among Illinois public art
museums; and the
Spurlock Museum, a
museum of world history
and culture.

Other major facilities
include the multipurpose
Assembly Hall, which
hosts concerts, convoca-
tions, theater, and sport-
ing events; Memorial
Stadium, site of Big Ten
Conference football
games; and the
Intramural-Physical
Education Building, one
of the largest recreational
facilities of its kind on a
university campus. 

Located in east central
Illinois in the twin cities
of Urbana and
Champaign (combined
population 100,000), the
University of Illinois at
Urbana-Champaign is
the state’s flagship public
university.

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The Illinois basketball program has
enjoyed unprecedented success both
in the Big Ten and nationally under
Head Coach Bruce Weber, whom
in his third season at the helm of
the Illini has guided the team to
another stellar record. Despite los-
ing three starters and 63 percent of
its scoring from last year’s NCAA
runner-up squad, Weber has direct-
ed the 2005-06 Illini to a third con-

secutive 25-win season, a second-place finish in the Big Ten, and a
current top-15 national ranking.

A finalist for the Jim Phelan National Coach of the Year Award again
this year, Weber’s 88 victories during his Illinois tenure are the most
ever by a Big Ten coach in his first three seasons, and are the second-
most wins ever by a Big Ten coach over any period of three-straight
seasons. Weber ranks as the second-winningest coach in the nation
over the last five seasons, totaling 140 victories.

Weber has won 73.5 percent of his games during his tenure as a head
coach (191-69), which is the seventh best winning percentage in the
nation among active Div. I coaches. Weber’s 191 victories rank as the
third-most wins by a coach in NCAA Div. I history through eight
seasons.

The 2004-05 season will be remembered as the greatest in Fighting
Illini history, in a remarkable year where Illinois celebrated its centen-
nial season of basketball. Under the direction of Weber, the Illini
reeled off 29 straight wins to start the year, tying the 12th-best start
in NCAA Div. I history and the third-best start in Big Ten history.
Illinois also secured its second-straight outright Big Ten champi-
onship with a 15-1 league record, as Weber became the first coach in
the 100-year history of Big Ten basketball to win consecutive outright
titles in his first two seasons. Illinois then added a Big Ten
Tournament championship in addition to its regular season title.

Illinois won 37 games on the year to tie the NCAA record for victo-
ries in a season. The UI made its first Final Four appearance in 16
years and advanced to the NCAA Championship game for the first
time in school history, finishing as the national runner-up. The Illini
were ranked No. 1 in the nation for 15 straight weeks, including a
first-ever No. 1 ranking in the final Associated Press poll.

With all that Illinois accomplished during the season, it’s no surprise
that Weber swept the 2005 National Coach of the Year awards, claim-
ing the following: the Naismith Award, the most prestigious coaching
award in college basketball; the Henry Iba Award, presented by the
U.S. Basketball Writers Association; and, the Adolph F. Rupp Cup.
Weber was also named National Coach of the Year by the NABC,
Associated Press, The Sporting News, Basketball Times and
CBS/Chevrolet.

It took just one season for Weber to etch his name in the Big Ten and
Illinois record books after leading the Fighting Illini to its first out-
right Big Ten title in 52 years during the 2003-04 season. In leading
his young team that featured just one senior on the roster, Weber
became just the third coach in the history of the Big Ten to win an
outright title in his first season at a school. Illinois had to win 10
straight to end the regular season to claim the championship, includ-

ing six-straight wins on the road.

Illinois’ 26 wins in 2003-04 tie the fourth-winningest season in
school history, and Weber also led Illinois to the Sweet Sixteen with
NCAA Tournament victories over Murray State and Cincinnati.

Weber took charge as the 16th Fighting Illini men's basketball coach
on April 30, 2003, after spending the previous five seasons as head

He led the Salukis to the
top of the Missouri Valley Conference with championships in
2002 and 2003 before continuing the trend at Illinois where
the Illini have won outright Big Ten titles in two of his first
three seasons.

Energetic and personable, Weber has appeared on numerous
national radio and television programs. Fame and success have
not changed him, as he remains generous and humble. On
road trips, no job is beneath him as he often helps team man-
agers load the bus or passes out drinks and sandwiches to his
players and staff. Weber's warm personality has made him a
popular figure in the state of Illinois, as he is a frequent guest
at civic clubs, booster club meetings, golf outings and many
other speaking engagements.

In his five seasons at SIU, Weber took the Saluki program to
the top of the Missouri Valley Conference, winning league
titles in 2002 and 2003. He posted records of 28-8 and 24-7
in his last two seasons, leading the Salukis to back-to-back
NCAA Tournament appearances, including a run to the Sweet
Sixteen in 2002 with wins over Texas Tech and Georgia at the
United Center in Chicago. His .689 (62-28) winning percent-
age in MVC play ranked 12th in the long history of the
league. Weber earned Missouri Valley Conference Coach-of-
the-Year honors following the 2003 season. 

The trademark of the Bruce Weber-led teams has been funda-
mentally sound defense, holding opponents to 40 percent
shooting from the field in 2002 and 2003, 42 percent in 2004,
41 percent last season, and 40 percent this season. Illinois leads
the Big Ten and ranks sixth in the nation this season in scoring
defense, giving up an average of only 58.1 points. On the
offensive end, the Salukis averaged 75.5 points in 2002 and
74.5 points in 2003, while Illinois led the Big Ten in scoring
in 2004, averaging 72.8 points, and ranked second last season,
averaging 77 points.

At the age of 49, Weber has 26 years of coaching experience at
the collegiate level with one season at Western Kentucky under
Keady before moving with the long-time Boilermaker coach to
West Lafayette the following year. He was named the Southern
Illinois head coach prior to the 1998-99 season. In his one sea-
son at Western Kentucky, the Hilltoppers won the Ohio Valley
Conference and advanced to the NCAA Tournament. In
Weber’s 18 years at Purdue, the Boilermakers won six Big Ten
titles, played in 14 NCAA Tournaments and had three NIT
appearances. His association with Keady also allowed Weber to
gain experience on the international level. He was an assistant
coach for the USA Team at the World University Games in
1989 and head court coach for the Pan American team trials in
1991. Weber assisted Gene Keady in preparation for the Jones
Cup, World University Games and Pan American Games.

Born Oct. 19, 1956, the Milwaukee-native began his career as
a volunteer assistant coach at Madison High School in
Milwaukee and a varsity assistant at Marquette University
High School.

Weber earned a bachelor’s degree in education from
Wisconsin-Milwaukee in 1978 and a master’s degree in educa-
tion administration and physical education from Western
Kentucky in 1981. 

Bruce and his wife, Megan, have three daughters, Hannah,
Christy and Emily.

ILLINOIS HEAD COACH BRUCE WEBER
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Jay Price is in his third season
at Illinois after he joined the
Fighting Illini basketball staff
on May 14, 2003. In addition
to his coaching and scouting
responsibilities, Price handles a
number of administrative
duties for the Illini program.

Price came to Illinois after spending 10 years as an assistant
coach at Purdue under Gene Keady. Price served as Purdue’s
recruiting coordinator and oversaw camps, team travel and
scheduling along with his coaching duties. During his time
at Purdue the Boilermakers compiled a record of 220-105
(.677), winning three Big Ten championships and earning
eight NCAA Tournament berths. Weber and Price worked
together as assistants on the Purdue staff for five seasons,
from 1994-98. 

Price began his coaching career with a two-year stint as an
assistant at Oklahoma under former coach Billy Tubbs
before going to Purdue. During that time, he also served as
manager for the U.S. Olympic men’s basketball “Dream
Team” while the squad practiced in the United States during
the summer of 1992. 
A native of Oklahoma City, Okla., Price was a basketball
manager at Kansas for four years under former coaches
Larry Brown and Roy Williams, serving as head manager for
Williams as both a junior and senior. During his time at
Kansas, the Jayhawks won the national championship in
1988 and finished as national runner-up in 1991. 

Price is currently the vice president of the NABC assistant
coaches committee.

Price received a bachelor’s degree in journalism from Kansas
in 1991. He and his wife, Beth have a daughter, Katherine.

Wayne McClain is in his fifth
year with the Fighting Illini
coaching staff after a legendary
prep career at Peoria Manual
High School. He came to
Illinois following an illustrious
seven-year career as head coach
at Manual where he led the

Rams to three-straight AA state championships in his first
three years as coach. USA Today named his 1997 squad, led
by future Illini Sergio McClain, Marcus Griffin and Frank
Williams, National High School Champions, and the senior
McClain was named National High School Coach of the
Year.

The Rams had records of 32-2, 31-2 and 31-1 in his first
three seasons as head coach, winning state titles each season.
McClain also earned Illinois Basketball Coaches Association
Coach of the Year in 1995, ’96 and ’97. The Rams won
Midstate Six Conference titles in each of his first five years
as head coach, while Manual also advanced to the Sweet
Sixteen of the AA state tournament in 1998 and 1999.

He began his high school career in 1977, serving as an assis-
tant basketball coach to the legendary Dick Van Scyoc for
18 years until being named head coach in 1995. McClain
helped the Rams to the first of four straight state titles in
1994. His teaching career includes teaching at the sixth
grade level, teaching high school physical education and as
the Manual High School Dean of Students.

Wayne’s son, Sergio, was a player on all four Manual state
championship squads prior to his career at Illinois, where he
helped the Illini to two Big Ten titles. While at Manual,
McClain coached four future Illini players including Jerry
Hester, Marcus Griffin, his son, Sergio, and Frank Williams.

McClain earned a master’s degree in physical education at
Illinois State University in 1982 while teaching at Manual.

McClain has two children. His son, Sergio, competed four
years as a student-athlete on the UI men’s basketball team
from 1998-2001 and graduated from Illinois, and his
daughter, Brindeshie, also graduated from the U of I.

Bruce Weber hired Gary
Nottingham as assistant to the
head coach for the program on
June 11, 2003. 

Nottingham, who worked with
Weber as a graduate assistant
at Western Kentucky, was head
coach at Glenville State

College from 1983-1997 and at the University of South
Carolina-Spartanburg from 1997-2002, compiling an over-
all record of 272-262. At the end of the 2002 season at
Spartanburg, Nottingham ranked among the Top 50 in
career wins among the 290 active NCAA Div. II basketball
coaches. 

Nottingham was just 26 years old when he earned his first
head coaching position at Glenville in 1983. He was the
1993 West Virginia Conference Coach of the Year after

leading Glenville to a 21-5 record and No. 18 ranking in
NAIA, the school’s best season since 1942. The Pioneers fin-
ished second in the WVC that season with 17 league wins
(a school record), the school’s highest conference finish since
’42. Nottingham led Glenville to second place at the 1995
WVC Tournament and to five semifinal appearances in his
14 seasons. 

His best season at South Carolina-Spartanburg came in
1998 when he led the Rifles to a 22-7 mark, the NCAA
Div. II Regional Semifinals and Top 20 national ranking.
Spartanburg won the 1998 Peach Belt Championship. 

Nottingham earned a bachelor’s degree from Glenville State
in 1979 and a master’s degree from Western Kentucky in
1980. He and his wife, Jennifer, have two children, Paulina
and Jacob Quin.

Tracy Webster is in his second
season as an assistant coach
with the Illini after being hired
on May 17, 2004.

A native of Harvey, Ill.,
Webster came to Illinois after
serving as an assistant at
Purdue in 2003-04. 

Prior to coaching in the Big Ten Conference, Webster spent
three seasons as an assistant at Ball State from 2001-03.
While in Muncie, Ind., he helped Ball State to the school's
first outright Mid-American Conference West Division
Championships and the Elite Eight of the National
Invitational Tournament in 2002. 

Webster was a three-year letterwinner and three-time team
captain at the University of Wisconsin from 1992-94. He
was team MVP and earned second-team All-Big Ten honors
in 1992, was a third-team all-conference pick in '93 and
earned honorable mention honors in '94.

Webster is the school record holder for career assists (501)
and ranks No. 2 in career steals (183). He also stands 12th
on the Badgers' career scoring chart with 1,264 points. He
owns two Wisconsin season records, setting marks for 3-
point percentage (.490 in 1991-92) and assists (179 in
1992-93). 

After wrapping up his playing career, Webster served as the
coordinator of community outreach programs at Wisconsin
from 1994-97. He began his coaching career as the head
freshman and varsity assistant coach at Verona High School
in Wisconsin from 1997-98. He then served as an assistant
at the Division II level at Wisconsin-Parkside during the
1998-99 season. 

Prior to his tenure at Ball State, Webster spent 1999-2000
as the director of Webster Extramural Basketball
Productions and as a care coordinator at Willowglen
Academy in Milwaukee. 

Webster earned his bachelor's degree from Wisconsin in
1995.

Dee Brown scored a career-high 34 points and the
sixth-ranked Illini remained unbeaten with a 60-50
victory over the seventh-ranked Spartans to run their
home winning streak to 30 games in the Big Ten
opener for both teams. 

Brown was 12-of-22 from the field, including 7-of-
13 from 3-point range, for the Illini and had 23 points
in the first half. He hit a 30-foot bailout as the shot
clock wound down and a buzzer beater at halftime.

"I think it was one of the most incredible perform-
ances I've seen," Izzo said.

Michigan State had its 11-game winning streak
snapped as the Illini held the Spartans nearly 33 points
below their average. Maurice Ager, the Big Ten's lead-
ing scorer, finished with nine points, 13 below his
average.

Shannon Brown had 17 points for Michigan State,
which was held to its lowest point total since falling
72-50 to Duke on Dec. 3, 2003. The Spartans have
lost four straight to Illinois.

The Spartans never could get their fast break going.
Brian Randle corralled Ager and Dee Brown and Rich
McBride consistently beat Shannon Brown down the
floor on defense.

Once the game began it was a typical Big Ten bat-
tle with both coaches screaming at the officials. Weber
drew a technical foul with 2:29 left in the first half
after his complaint to J.D. Collins was heard by most
in the building during a free throw attempt by
Augustine.

Jeff Horner scored 16 points to help Iowa beat
Illinois 63-48, snapping the Illini's 15-game winning
streak.

In a physical battle between two of the Big Ten's
best defensive teams, Iowa held Illinois to 34.6 percent
shooting and became the first team to keep the Illini
under 50 points since Michigan State did it Feb. 11,
1999.

Dee Brown scored just six points on 2-of-13 shoot-
ing - one game after he scored a career-high 34 in a
victory over No. 7 Michigan State.

The win also helped Iowa snap a four-game losing
streak against Illinois, and fans savored the moment by
rushing the court to celebrate with the team after time
expired.

James Augustine led Illinois with 14 points and
nine rebounds, but was in foul trouble for much of
the game.

The Illini committed 16 turnovers, trailed the
entire second half and shot 19 percent from 3-point
range.

Iowa shot 35 percent but the difference was at the
free-throw line, where the Hawkeyes went 24-of-32,
compared to 7-of-15 for Illinois.

The Hawkeyes led 23-19 at the half and grabbed
its first double-digit lead when Haluska swished a 3-
pointer to put Iowa up 38-28.

The Illini cut it to six 3 minutes later when Chester
Frazier scored on a one-hander in the paint and Jamar
Smith's 3-pointer on the next possession brought
Illinois to 41-38. But the Illini would get no closer.

Dee Brown scored 26 points and James Augustine
added 23 and No. 7 Illinois withstood a second-half
charge from Michigan to beat the Wolverines for the
11th straight time, 79-74.

The win was Illinois' 31st in a row at the Assembly
Hall, tying the school record set between Jan. 15,
1984 and Jan. 4, 1986.

After Michigan's 10-0 run gave it a 70-69 lead on
Dion Harris' two free throws with 4:01 left, Augustine
put the Illini back into the lead with two free throws. 

His layup 56 seconds later gave the Illini a 73-70
lead and they outscored the Wolverines 6-4 down the
stretch.

Brown hit four straight 3-pointers that built a 53-
51 Illinois lead to 69-60 before Daniel Horton scored
eight straight points to bring the Wolverines within
one before Harris' free throws gave them their short-
lived lead.

Michigan started chipping away and cut its deficit
to 50-45 on Lester Abram's 3-pointer with 12:59 left.
Then Brent Petway scored six straight points that cut
the Illinois lead to 53-51.

Brown answered with the first of four straight 3-
pointers and the Illini scored 16 of the next 24 points
to take the 69-60 lead.

The Illini came out sluggish on offense again and
watched the Wolverines take their four-point lead after
Sims backed Pruitt into the lane and got a three-point
play with 10:40 to go in the first half.

But Augustine's dunk and a 3-pointer by Rich
McBride with 8:55 to go ignited the 22-6 run. Then
Brian Randle slammed in a rebound of a miss by
Brown to give Illinois the 11-point halftime lead.

Marco Killingsworth scored 20 of his 23 points in
the second half to help No. 13 Indiana beat No. 7
Illinois 62-60 at Bloomington.

Indiana won for the seventh time in eight games
and became only the fourth team to beat the Fighting
Illini in the regular-season since Jan. 24, 2004. The
victory set off a wild celebration as Indiana extended
its home winning streak to 11 against Big Ten teams.

Illinois was led by Shaun Pruitt's career-high 17
points, but lost for the second time in three games.
Brian Randle added 15 points, but leading scorer Dee
Brown, who averaged 15.6 points, had just five.

Roderick Wilmont tied his season high with 17
points for the Hoosiers. Illinois jumped to a 14-3 lead.
Wilmont sparked an 18-0 run as Indiana held Illinois
scoreless for nearly 6 1/2 minutes late in the first half.
The spurt ended when he scored the final four points
to make it 27-19.

The Illini closed to 28-24 at the half when Brown
connected on a 3-pointer before the buzzer -- his only
basket of the night.

Indiana used a 15-6 run in the second half to make
it 55-40 with 8:23 to go.

The Illini rallied with 12 straight points to close to
55-52 when Randle completed a three-point play with
4:52 left. Brown missed a 3-pointer with 4.5 seconds
left that would have tied the game. Jamar Smith
tipped in the miss to make it 61-60.

Robert Vaden then made one of two free throws
with 3.6 seconds left, and Rich McBride's half-court
heave at the buzzer was off the mark as fans raced onto
the court.

Vedran Vukusic, the Big
Ten’s leading scorer, missed his first 13 shots and
scored a season-low five points, his first game in single
digits. His first basket was a 3-pointer that pulled
Northwestern to within 53-43 with 1:34 left in the
game.

With Illinois up 46-21, Northwestern went on a
14-2 run to pull to within 48-35 with 4:28 left in the
game. Then, Vukusic hit that 3 to make it a 10-point
game. Otherwise, it was a quiet game for him.

Northwestern's Vince Scott scored 30 seconds into
the game, but the Wildcats missed their next six field
goals as Illinois opened a 13-4 lead. Brian Randle,
McBride and Brown hit 3-pointers during that stretch,
and Illinois never looked back.

With more than half the crowd of 8,117 decked
out in orange, the Illini made themselves at home.

They picked apart Northwestern's 2-1-2 trap and
took the Wildcats out of their offense. Northwestern
went more than seven minutes between its first and
second field goals, before Sterling Williams hit a 3 to
make it 13-7, but Illinois took a 32-17 lead into half-
time.

It wasn't exactly the way Illinois' two senior stars
wanted to play in their final home game. But their
teammates came to the rescue and the eighth-ranked
Illini beat No. 20 Iowa 71-59.

Augustine and Brown got a standing ovation when
they came out of the game in the final minute and
they spoke to the sellout crowd of 16,618, many of
whom were wearing Brown's No. 11 jersey, afterward.
"You mean so much to me," Brown told the fans.
"When someone wears my number, I think it repre-
sents our whole team. My teammates make me better.
My coaches make me better."

It was the 111th victory for Brown and Augustine,
breaking the school record they shared with Nick
Smith, who set it last season.

Brian Randle scored 13 points for Illinois,
Augustine recovered from foul trouble to score 12
points and grab seven rebounds, and the bench
outscored Iowa's reserves 17-6.

Greg Brunner scored 27 points for the Hawkeyes,
but the Illini defense held Iowa's other highest scorers
down. Jeff Horner scored 11 and Adam Haluska
scored only three, missing five of his six shots.

The Illini led 34-29 at the break and put together a
14-9 run to start the second half.

Michigan State seniors Paul Davis and Maurice

Illinois. Davis and Ager each scored 16 points and
Davis added eight rebounds to help the Spartans beat
the Illini 61-56 Friday night in the Big Ten tourna-
ment quarterfinals.

Sixth-seeded Michigan State (22-10) had lost three
of four entering the tournament, including last
Saturday's 75-68 loss to Illinois in its home finale.

This time, in front of a decidedly partisan Illinois
crowd, the Illini (25-6) couldn't duplicate their effort
from last Saturday. James Augustine had 16 points and
15 rebounds, but the Illini failed to reach the semis for
the first time in the nine-year history of the tourna-
ment.

The Illini again closed within one when Rich
McBride closed out a 7-0 spurt by making two free
throws with 2:01 left.
