Bail Reform Act

The Illinois State Legislature split the Illinois Criminal Offenses into 2
categories; Category “A” criminal offenses are the violent crimes and Class Get Notified!
X, Class 1 and Class 2 felony offenses. Category “B” criminal offenses are
ALL of the other criminal offenses not listed in Category “A.” For example,
those committing a non-violent property crime, labeled as “Category B,”
the offender will not be held in jail until they can post a monetary bond. If
the arrestee is taken into custody, they will be afforded a bail/bond
hearing and if a monetary bond is set, there will be a $30 per day
reduction, for every day they spend in jail. The purpose of this legislation
is to level the playing field for those who can afford bail and those who
cannot, as those who cannot afford bail, often will sit in jail awaiting trial
and spend more time in jail than what the offense sentence may carry. On
many misdemeanor offenses, offenders will not be arrested and officers
will send reports to the State’s Attorney to be prosecuted. This will also
require Public Defenders to be present at all bail/bond hearings, which is
costing smaller counties such as ours, more money, as this condition/court
procedure was not required before.

The detectives of the Criminal Investigation Division of the Lincoln Police Department conducted further
investigation on 15 active criminal investigations in the month of December. The types of investigations
are listed. Below is also a look into the amount of cases the Detectives handled for the year of 2017.

e (6) Investigations were narcotics related. These cases involved the manufacture and delivery of
cocaine and heroin and drug induced aggravated battery.

e (3) Investigations involved sexual offenses. These crimes involved both adults and children with
offenses including criminal sexual assault, criminal sexual abuse and the possession of child
pornography.

These investigations involved armed robbery
and attempted murder.
