February 2019

Report Summary

February resulted in another month with lower property crimes.
Lincoln Police responded to 991 incidents for the month and 90 case
reports were written for the month. Officers responded to 22
vehicle crashes.

Of the 64 arrests for the month, officers arrested several for driving
under the influence, driving while suspended, retail theft, and
warrant arrests. Detectives continued investigations on 21 cases
including participating in CIEG task force operations. Patrol officers
wrote 138 citations and 133 warnings for the month.

Lincoln Police K9 had 22 deployments that comprised of 14 vehicles.
There were 14 indications out of those deployments with 15 items
being seized (including currency, drugs, and drug paraphernalia)
and 3 arrests were made.

DARE Officer Christy Fruge continued teaching in the local schools
as DARE also donated to multiple youth organizations. Officer Chad
Eimer went to the two week training to become a DARE Officer.

The Wellness Expo. was a great success for the 5t graders of Lincoln
and Logan County and the entire community. Lincoln Officers and
Logan County Deputies spent Friday talking with kids about
decision making. Saturday was spent finger printing kids while
Officer Christy Fruge spoke with people about the DARE program,
Safe Passages, and the Drug Take Back Program.

Officer Butterfield responded to an array of incidents during the
month of February. The most common offenses were class
misconduct, general disciplinary offenses with parental contacts,
tobacco/E-Cig violations and social/emotional issues. Officer
Butterfield continues to be instrumental in keeping our high school
safe.

Criminal Investigations
Monthly Cases Report Summary for February 2019

The detectives of the Criminal Investigation Division of the Lincoln Police Department conducted
further investigation on 21 active criminal investigations in the month of February. The types of
investigations are listed but due to the sensitivity of those investigations, specific information is not

available to for release.
e (2) Investigations were narcotics related. These cases involved the manufacture/delivery of

controlled substances such as heroin and the manufacture/delivery of methamphetamine.

¢ (3) Investigations involved sexual offenses. These crimes involved both adult and child victims
with offenses of predatory criminal sexual assault, criminal sexual assault and criminal sexual

abuse.

e (12) Investigations involved crimes against persons. These investigations involved drug induced
aggravated battery, domestic battery, and child abuse.

¢ (4) Investigations were property related. These cases were burglary, retail theft, criminal
trespass, and forgery.

e Two officers of the Criminal Investigations Division continued to participate in a multi-
jurisdictional drug task force, conducting joint investigations with other local, state, and federal

agencies.

(9) Search warrants were executed in furtherance of these investigations.

Lincoln K9

Officer Sullivan and K9 Ace continue to be an extraordinary benefit for the entire Lincoln Community. The
K9 unit has had 22 deployments for February. On those deployments, there were 51 search areas with 14
being vehicles. There were 14 indications out of the deployments with 15 items being seized including
currency, drugs (cannabis, methamphetamine and mushrooms), and drug paraphernalia and 3 arrests
were made.

School Resource

Officer Butterfield responded to an array of incidents during the month of February. The most common
offenses were class misconduct, general disciplinary offenses with parental contacts, tobacco/E-Cig
violations and social/emotional issues. He attended training on Lexipol report writing and a course on
active shooter-phases and prevention. Officer Butterfield worked with Lincoln College on their SRP
training. He set up a mock crime scene for the forensics class to investigate. He is working on developing
a City Ordinance for E-Cigarettes and attended a City Council meeting on that behalf. Officer Butterfield is
always collecting old and un-used cell phones for the Cell Phones for Soldiers Program.
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
