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Report Summary

Lincoln Police responded to 813 incidents for the month and 81 case
reports were written for the month. Officers responded to 35
vehicle crashes. Patrol officers wrote 60 citations and 51 warnings
for the month, along with 3 City Ordinance Citations and 2 City
Cannabis Ordinance Citations.

Of the 46 arrests for the month, officers arrested several for Driving
Under the Influence, driving while suspended/revoked, obstruction
of justice and retail theft. Detectives continued investigations on 19
cases including participating in CIEG task force operations.

Lincoln Police K9 had a very productive 2019. There were 137
deployments for the K9 unit this past year. Out of those
deployments, Officer Sullivan and Ace were able to track and find 6
people. The K9 Unit had 94 indications with 90 items seized. The
items seized cash, drugs and drug paraphernalia. Please see the drug
indication table in the K9 division report.

DARE is a wonderful program that is constantly informing children
with way to make good decisions in their lives. International Paper
was generous in awarding DARE with another grant to buy clothing
for children in need. DARE was able to help multiple kids in the
month of December.

The School Resource Officers are continuously working to improve
the security at our schools, help with crime prevention and
developing relationship with the students. Officer Butterfield has
been helping Taylorville High School with question they have for
starting their own SRO program.

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DIVISION REPORTS

Criminal Investigations

The detectives of the Criminal Investigation Division of the Lincoln Police Department conducted further
investigation on 19 active criminal investigations in the month of December. The types of investigations are
listed but due to the sensitivity of those investigations, specific information is not available to for release.

(4) Investigations were narcotics related.

(5) Investigations involved sexual offenses. These crimes involved both adult and child victims
with offenses of criminal sexual assault, aggravated criminal sexual assault, predatory criminal
sexual assault, and criminal sexual abuse.

(4) Investigations involved crimes against persons. These investigations included drug induced
homicide, drug induced battery, vehicular invasion and domestic battery.

(3) Investigations were property related. These cases money laundering, motor vehicle theft, and
the burglary of a vehicle.

(3) Miscellaneous investigations which were death investigations and a forfeiture of property.

Two officers of the Criminal Investigations Division continued to participate in a multi-
jurisdictional drug task force, conducting joint investigations with other local, state, and federal

agencies.

(3) Search warrants were executed in furtherance of these investigations.

DARE/Community Policing

DARE was awarded another Grant, from International Paper, to help kids with clothing needs. With the
grant money, Officer Fruge was able to provide essentials clothing for multiple children during the month
of December. Dare was able to donate to OSF Children’s Hospital, West Lincoln/Broadwell and Lincoln
Junior High Student Council. Dare also was able to donate to the LJHS BD/ED class by purchasing hot
chocolate and cookies, that the class made, for the officers.
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Lincoln K9

Officer Sullivan and K9 Ace had a very busy year. The K9 Unit had 137 total deployments for the year of
2019. The K9 Unit was utilized not only by the Lincoln Police Department but multiple different agency,
including the Logan County Sheriff’s Office, Illinois State Police and the US Marshalls Office. The
deployments resulted in 6 people found, with 5 arrests and 1 for other reasons. There were 94
indications and 90 items seized. Items seized were currency, drug and/or drug paraphernalia. The drugs
that were indicated on and seized are as show below.
