Of the 49 arrests for the month, officers arrested several for
domestic battery, warrants, unlawful possession of controlled
substance, retail theft, and driving while license suspended.
Detectives continued investigations on 26 cases including
participating in CIEG task force operations.

The K9 unit had 2 deployments for the month of September. K9 ACE
had 2 indications. The indicated items seized were drugs, being
methamphetamines and cannabis along with drug paraphernalia.
