This is a joint communication from the Logan County Department of Public Health and Abraham
Lincoln Memorial Hospital updating you on the status of coronavirus (COVID-19) in Logan
County.

The Logan County Department of Public Health has confirmed the following new cases of
COVID-19 in Logan County. Positives are from the last 7 days.

*0k 205 individuals ranging in age from 3 months of age to 90 years of age both symptomatic
and asymptomatic.

The total number of confirmed positive cases in Logan County is now 2,891 including 2,643
individuals who have recovered 211 active cases and 37 fatalities.

COVID-19 Vaccine

Currently we are vaccinating those in group la (health care personnel and residents of long-
term care facilities).

The total number of positives on the Logan County dashboard represents a historical
running total of confirmed positive cases. Recovered individuals are never removed from the
total number of positives.
