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Report Summary

Lincoln Police responded to 702 incidents for the month and 86 case
reports were written for the month. Officers responded to 25
vehicle crashes. Patrol officers wrote 49 citations and 28 warnings
for the month.

Of the 46 arrests for the month, officers arrested several for
warrants, domestic battery, methamphetamine possession, driving
while license suspended/revoked, and driving under the influence.
Detectives continued investigations on 15 cases including
participating in CIEG task force operations.

The K9 unit is very beneficial to the Lincoln Police Department and
the community. They had 3 deployments for the month of
December. The K9 unit had fewer deployments in the 2020 calendar
year than in years past, but they were very proficient with the ones
they were called on. Of the 60 deployments, they resulted in 299
search areas, 44 indications, 37 items seized, 4 people found, and 14
arrests.

DARE was able to help children with clothing and supply needs this
past month.

SRO officers have more responsibilities due to COVID-19 for this
school year.

Criminal Investigations

The detectives of the Criminal Investigation Division of the Lincoln Police Department conducted further
investigation on 15 active criminal investigations in the month of December. The types of investigations
are listed but due to the sensitivity of those investigations, specific information is not available to for
release.

e (1) Investigations involved the death of an individual.
e Investigators executed 1 search warrant.

e During the 2020 calendar year the criminal investigation division saw an approximate 8%
reduction in overall crime from 2019, with the average of 17.4 cases investigated per month.

e Two officers of the Criminal Investigations Division continued to participate in a multi-
jurisdictional drug task force, conducting joint investigations with other local, state, and federal
agencies.

DARE/Community Policing

DARE was able to help buy clothing and supplies for quite a few children in the month of December. DARE was
also able to give a donation to the LCHS Basketball Boosters.

Officer Sullivan and K9 Ace had 3 deployments for the month of December. The deployments resulted in
indications of cannabis.

Officer Sullivan and K9 Ace had a productive year. The K9 Unit had 60 total deployments for the year of 2020.
The K9 Unit was utilized not only by the Lincoln Police Department but multiple different agency, including the
Logan County Sheriff’s Office, Illinois State Police and the US Marshalls Office. The deployments resulted in
299 search areas, 44 indications, 37 items seized, 4 people found, and 14 arrests. The items seized were
currency, drugs and/or drug paraphernalia and firearms. The drugs that were indicated on were cannabis,
methamphetamine, cocaine, heroin and crack.
