Bill Self is in his second season at the
helm of the Illini program following three
years at Tulsa where he earned National
Coach of the Year honors from the John &
Nellie Wooden Foundation and The
Sporting News in 2000.

After leading Tulsa to a 32-5 record and
into a Regional Final appearance in 2000,
Self became the first coach to lead two dif-
ferent schools to a Final Eight appearance
with the Illini in 2001. Prior to his stop at
Tulsa, Self spent four years at Oral Roberts
where he built a program from 6-21 his
first season to 22-6 in his fourth year.

A 1985 graduate of Oklahoma State,
Self has worked under Larry Brown at
Kansas and Leonard Hamilton and Eddie
Sutton at Oklahoma State.

In his first season at lllinois, Self led the
Illini to 27 victories, the second-most in
school history and became just the fourth
Big Ten coach since 1950 to defeat every
conference school in his first season. He
also became just the sixth coach in Big Ten
history to win a Big Ten title in his first
season.

Self was a finalist for the Associated
Press National Coach of the Year, finishing
fourth in voting, and a was a nominee for
the Naismith College Coach of the Year.

Illinois is playing Northwestern for the only
time this season ... In other single matchups
during conference play, the Illini have defeated
lowa and Penn State and lost at Ohio State ...
With its victory over Penn State Wednesday,
Illinois has now reached 20 wins for the 21st
time in school history, the third straight year,
and fifth time in the last six seasons ... Robert
Archibald is coming off the second-best shoot-
ing day in [lllinois basketball history
Wednesday night against Penn State when he
made 11-0f-12 attempts on his way to a career-
high 25 points. Only Derek Harper's perfect
11-for-11 shooting in 1983 tops Archibald’s
recent performance in the Illinois record books
... A pair of victories at Michigan and at
Michigan State gives Illinois its first road sweep
in the state of Michigan since 1989 ... Brian

Cook became the 35th player in school history
to score 1000 or more career points during his
23-point, 15-rebound performance Saturday
at Seton Hall ... Brian Cook has made 28 of
his last 29 free throws over the span of the last
10 games, while Frank Williams has made 47
of his last 50 free throws over the span of the
last 11 games ... In Big Ten play, Cook and
Williams rank second and third, respectively,
in free throw percentage with Cook at 91.7
percent (33-0f-36) and Williams at 91.1 per-
cent (51-0f-56) ... lllinois is shooting 75 per-
cent from the free throw line this season, which
is on pace to break the school record of 74.4
percent set during 1996-97 ... lllinois shot a
season-high 93.3 percent (14-o0f-15) from the
free throw line and committed just eight
turnovers, tying a season-low, in the victory at
Michigan Feb. 7 for the Illini’s first road win of
the season ... Cory Bradford has started every
game of his collegiate career (126 games) and
set the lllinois school record with his 121st
start against Michigan State on Feb. 3, surpass-
ing the previous record set by Efrem Winters ...
Illinois leads the Big Ten in scoring (77.8 ppg),
but is third in scoring in league play at 72.0
points per game ... Frank Williams ranks third
in the Big Ten in scoring with a 16.3 average,
leads in steals with an average of 2.22 and is
sixth in assists with 4.04 per game ... Williams
is 15th on the Ul career scoring list with 1,315
points, and needs 45 points to catch Dave
Downey for 14th place... Cory Bradford
moved into fifth place on the Ul career scoring
list Jan. 15 against lowa and with 1,620 career
points, he needs 33 points to reach Mark
Smith for fourth place ...

Last Time Out: Penn State

Ilinois won its fifth straight game with a dom-
inating 83-56 victory over Penn State
Wednesday at the Assembly Hall. Taking
advantage of its size, lllinois went down low
early and often to wear down the Nittany
Lions. Robert Archibald owned the lane, tying
his career high with 25 points on 11-of 12
shooting, the second-best shooting perform-
ance in school history. Archibald added a sea-
son-high 10 rebounds for a double-double
while blocking three shots. Brian Cook added
12 points and six rebounds for the lllini.

Williams Earns Big Ten Honor

Junior guard Frank Williams earned Co-Big
Ten Player-of-the-Week honors for the second
time this season following Illini wins over
Michigan State and Seton Hall last week.
Williams shares the award with Wisconsin
guard Kirk Penney.

Williams was named the Big Ten Co-
Player of the Week after averaging 20.5 points,
5.5 rebounds, 4.0 assists and 3.0 steals in a pair
of road wins last week, as the lllini stretched
their winning streak to four straight games.
The 2001 Conference Player of the Year
opened the week with 22 points and eight
boards in a crucial road triumph at Michigan
State, as Illinois improved to 2-4 on the road in
League play. Williams followed that perform-
ance with 19 points and five assists on the road
at Seton Hall, including three treys to spark an
Ilini rally after the team fell behind 13-2 to
start the game. lllinois has won three straight
road games after opening the year with an 0-5
road record. Williams earns his second weekly
Conference honor this season and the fourth of
his career.

In seven Big Ten home games this season,
Brian Cook is averaging 17.5 points and 5.5
rebounds per game. He is shooting 61 percent
from the field (46-75), 41 percent from 3-
point land (9-22) and 95 percent from the free
throw line (18-19) in the seven games com-
bined. He has led Illinois in scoring in five of
the seven games, with 16 points vs. Minnesota,
20 vs. Michigan, 21 vs. lowa, 22 vs. Michigan
State and 16 vs. Purdue. The only games he
wasn't lllinois’ leading scorer, (Wisconsin and
Penn State) he still finished in double figures
with 12 points.

Cook’s production has also gone up on the
road recently. He just missed a double-double
at Michigan on Feb. 7, scoring a game-high 19
points with nine rebounds and two blocked
shots. He was in double figures again with 10
points, seven rebounds and two blocks in the
win at Michigan State on Feb. 12. He posted
a double-double with a season-high 23 points

Illinois had a habit of making great comebacks
last year, and this year’s team is on the way to
earning the title of “Comeback Kids” once
again. The Illini have fought back from five
double-digit deficits to post victories. The
Ilini fell behind by 13 points against Penn on
Nov. 22, 32-45 with :47 left in the first half,
before rallying for a 78-71 win. Illinois trailed
by as many as 12 points against Arkansas Dec.
8, 36-48 with 17:49 remaining in the game,
before mounting another comeback and fin-
ishing with a 94-91 win. On Feb. 7 at
Michigan, Hlinois trailed by 13 points, 14-27,
with 6:10 left in the first half before fighting
back for a 68-60 victory. Just two days later,
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Did you Know ...

... Frank Williams is the first Illinois
player to be named Big Ten Player of the
Year since Bruce Douglas was the UPI
Coaches Co-Player of the Year in 1984
and the first Chicago Tribune Silver
Basketball Trophy winner from lllinois
since 1967.

... Frank Williams and Brian Cook.
They share a common bond, being
named Mr. Basketball in the state of
llinois. Williams won the award in
1998 and Cook in 1999.

... Since 1980 lllinois has signed 11
McDonald’s All-Americans and two are
currently on the Illini roster. Frank
Williams made the All-America team in
1998 and Cook in 1999. Illinois ranks

On Feb. 16 at Seton
Hall, the Pirates jumped out to an 11-point
lead at 13-2 with 16:36 remaining in the first
half before the Illini posted a 75-65 win.
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Krupalija Out Until At Least Big Ten Tourney
lllinois senior forward Damir Krupalija re-
injured his left foot against Michigan State on
Feb. 3 and had surgery Feb. 6 to place a small
plate on the area affected by the stress fracture.
It is hoped that Krupalija will return to the
court for the Big Ten Tournament. Krupalija
has missed 12 games this season because of his
injured foot.

Ilini Roster Yet To Reach Full Strength
After having key players missing practice time
and games for a number of different injuries
this season, lllinois’ roster was nearly back to
full strength before Damir Krupalija re-injured
his foot Feb. 3.

Lucas Johnson returned to practice on Jan.
11 after suffering a torn ACL in his right knee
that was surgically repaired in October.
Johnson played in his first game Jan. 23 against
Wisconsin, scoring five points and grabbing
three rebounds in 12 minutes. Johnson made
his first start of the season Feb. 3 against
Michigan State. He played a season-high 27
minutes against Michigan on Feb. 7, scoring
10 points and tying his career high with eight
rebounds.

Ilini Gridder Young Has Short Stint With
Hoops Squad

Ilinois junior wide receiver Walter Young,
who began practicing with the basketball team
on Jan. 17 and saw his first action against
Wisconsin on Jan. 23, has returned back
across Kirby Avenue to prepare for sring foot-
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ball. A knee injury suffered in the Nokia Sugar
Bowl kept Young on the sidelines during prac-
tice last week and the decision was made to
allow his knee to heal before spring practice
opens in March. He saw action in two games,
scoring two points and grabbing one rebound.
Young was second on the Big Ten Champion
Ilini football team with 50 receptions for 890
yards and eight touchdowns. The 6-foot-5-
inch forward wasz the first Illinois student-
athlete since 1973 to play both football and
basketball in the same season. Jim Rucks and
Garvin Roberson were the last two lllini to
double up in the same academic year. Rucks
played for the lllini basketball team in 1971,
1972 and 1973, while lettering as a tight end
in football in 1970, 1971 and 1972. Roberson
played basketball in 1972 and 1973, while let-
tering as a split end on the football team from
1971-73. Jeff Finke played basketball as a
freshman at Illinois in 1987 before switching
to football from 1987-90 because of a back
injury.

When No. 9 Illinois defeated No. 8 Missouri
on Dec. 22, it marked lllinois’ third Top 10
showdown of the season.

 Bradford Holds NCAA 3-Point Record
lllinois junior guard Cory Bradford holds the
NCAA record for consecutive games with a
three-pointer with a trey in 88 straight games.
He broke the previous record of 73 games set
by Wally Lancaster of Virginia Tech from
1986-89 with his first trey against Arizona on
Dec. 16, 2000.

Bradford also has started every game of his
lllini career and enters the Seton Hall game
with a school-record streak of 124 starts for the
Ilini.

Of the six games not on the stu-
dent season package (over the semester break),
four sold out. Every Big Ten game is sold out
for 2002. The eight sellouts last season were the
most at the Assembly Hall since 1989. Illinois
is assured of a school-record 12 sellouts this
season.

Four future Fighting Hllini players signed
national letters of intent to attend Illinois dur-
ing the fall signing period in November. Dee
Brown, a 6-foot guard from Proviso East High
School in Maywood, Il., Deron Williams, a 6-

Two plays later, Williams fired a
behind-the-back pass to Brian Cook for a layup, then
stole the ball at midcourt and went in for an uncon-
tested layup.

After a free throw by Cook, the lead was back to
15 points and the Hawkeyes weren't able to get the
margin below double figures.

lowa’s Luke Recker, the Big Ten's leading scorer,
had 16 points on 5-for-13 shooting. Reggie Evans
added 12 points and a season-low six rebounds.

Cory Bradford had 16 points on 4-0f-10 shooting
from 3-point range for Illinois, which shot 48 percent
for the game and outrebounded the Hawkeyes 38-31.

Frank Williams scored 22 points, including five in
the final 75 seconds, as No. 18 Illinois edged
Michigan State 63-61 on Tuesday night.

Williams, who has been criticized for not living
up to his billing as one of the country's top players,
scored at least 20 points for the first time in over a
month.

The Spartans had won five of seven, and the pre-
vious 15 at home against ranked teams. They lost in
the Breslin Center for just the second time in 58
games and to lllinois at home for the first time since
1997.

Hlinois led by seven with 37 seconds left, but the
Spartans made consecutive 3-pointers to pull within
59-58 with 27 seconds left. Brian Cook, who added
10 for the Illini, and Williams each made two free
throws before Taylor's 3-pointer in the final seconds.

llinois didn't trail until Michigan State went
ahead 33-32 with 15:11 left. There were six lead
changes over the next six minutes.

Following Cory Bradford's 3-pointer, which put
Illinois up 54-52, Williams made a 3-pointer well
beyond the top of the key as the shot clock was about
to expire to put the lllini ahead 57-52.

llinois scored the first 10 points and led by at
least four until the Spartans pulled to 21-19 with 5:28
left in the half. Michigan State scored its last eight
points off offensive rebounds, including Alan
Anderson's putback as time expired, which tied it at
29.

The road jerseys are starting to look pretty good on
lllinois.

The 18th-ranked Illini beat Seton Hall 75-65 Saturday
for their fourth straight victory and this was the third road
game in the streak.

llinois was ranked third in The Associated Press' pre-
season poll and reached as high as No. 2 during the sea-
son. But the losing streak had them down to No. 21.

There is no doubt Brian Cook and Frank Williams are
the players who have to lead the lllini as the season winds
down, and they both came up big against Seton Hall.

Cook, who was benched for five minutes early in the
game, set season highs with 23 points and 15 rebounds,
and Williams added 19 points and five assists.

Cook, who entered the game averaging 12.4 points
and 6.2 rebounds, bested his previous highs this season of
22 points against Michigan State and 10 rebounds against
Southern Illinois.

Williams, the reigning Big Ten player of the year, said
the road wins are all part of getting it together at the right
time of the season.

Williams had 10 points s lllinois overcame a 13-2 deficit
10 tie the game 20-20 on his 3-pointer with 12:11 left.

Cook took over later in the half, scoring 10 points in the
Illini*s closing 21-6 run that gave them a 45-30 halftime lead.

Freshman John Allen led Seton Hall with 18 points,
seven of which came in a 10-0 run that brought the
Pirates within 50-43 with 15:12 to play. That would be as
close as they would get the rest of the way.

Pirates center Charles Manga had two points and two
rebounds Saturday, coming off a 23-point, 15-rebound
effort against Georgetown. He was overmatched against
Cook and fouled out in just 16 minutes.

It was easy to figure out what Illinois was doing on
offense. It was anything but easy for Penn State to stop it.

Robert Archibald tied his career-high with 25 points
and had 10 rebounds in the 16th-ranked Illini's 83-56
victory over Penn State. The 6-foot-11 Archibald over-
powered the Nittany Lions down low, backing his
defender toward the basket and scoring all of his points
from the field on an assortment of dunks and layups.

Ilinois has now won five straight, a winning streak
that started after it lost three in a row and five of eight.

Archibald did all his damage down low, where he was
a career-best 11-0f-12 from the field. Penn State coach
Jerry Dunn rotated defenders to try and stop the senior
center, but none were effective as Archibald recorded his
first double-double of the season. He also had three
blocks. Archibald, playing with a heavily taped wrist on
his shooting hand, could have eclipsed his career best set
last year had the game been closer. He had 21 points with
12:44 left in the game, but was pulled when things got
out of hand.

While the Illini worked the ball down low for easy
baskets, they rarely allowed Penn State an open look.
PSU shot a season-low 28 percent. It was the lowest per-
centage lllinois has held an opponent to this season.

Frank Williams finished with six points, five
rebounds, four assists and six steals. Cook added 12
points on 4-0f-6 shooting as 10 players scored for lllinois.
Sharif Chambliss led Penn State with 18 points on 5-of-
15 shooting, and Brandon Watkins had 11 points on 5-
