Bill Self is in his second season at the
helm of the Illini program following three
years at Tulsa where he earned National
Coach of the Year honors from the John &
Nellie Wooden Foundation and The
Sporting News in 2000.

After leading Tulsa to a 32-5 record and
into a Regional Final appearance in 2000,
Self became the first coach to lead two dif-
ferent schools to a Final Eight appearance
with the Illini in 2001. Prior to his stop at
Tulsa, Self spent four years at Oral Roberts
where he built a program from 6-21 his
first season to 22-6 in his fourth year.

A 1985 graduate of Oklahoma State,
Self has worked under Larry Brown at
Kansas and Leonard Hamilton and Eddie
Sutton at Oklahoma State.

In his first season at lllinois, Self led the
Illini to 27 victories, the second-most in
school history and became just the fourth
Big Ten coach since 1950 to defeat every
conference school in his first season. He
also became just the sixth coach in Big Ten
history to win a Big Ten title in his first
season.

Self was a finalist for the Associated
Press National Coach of the Year, finishing
fourth in voting, and a was a nominee for
the Naismith College Coach of the Year.

[llinois in Big Ten Openers...

Ilinois is 56-40 all-time in Big Ten season-
opening games and has won its last two con-
ference openers...The lllini are also 37-16
when opening the Big Ten season at
home... This is the 15th time that Illinois and
Minnesota have opened the Big Ten season
against each other, with each team winning
seven times...The last time the Illini and
Gophers opened the Big Ten season against
each other was last year (Jan. 3, 2001), an 80-
64 1lini win.

Last Time Out: Loyola-Chicago

Illinois extended its winning streak to five
games with an 87-72 victory over Loyola-
Chicago at the Assembly Hall on Saturday.
Frank Williams led the llini in scoring for the
sixth consecutive game, pouring in a game-

high 25 points while adding seven rebounds
and three steals. Redshirt-freshman Nick
Smith came up huge for the Illini, nearly
recording a double-double in the first start of
his career in place of the injured Robert
Archibald. Smith finished with 17 points and
a team-high nine rebounds. The Illini held the
Ramblers to 35 percent shooting for the game.

Home Court Streakin’
Illinois enters the Minnesota game with a 24-
game winning streak at the Assembly Hall, the
longest home-winning streak by the Illini
since winning 28 straight from Feb. 11, 1988
to Jan. 15, 1990. Last year, Illinois completed
its first unbeaten home season since the 1988-
89 season (17-0). The current 24-game win-
ning streak ranks ninth nationally.

Illinois’ 14-game winning streak in con-
ference games at the Assembly Hall ranks 10th
in the nation entering the 2001-02 season.

[lini Prevailing Despite Injuries

With the number of players on the Illini ros-
ter battling injuries, trainer Rod Cardinal has
been doing almost as many media interviews
as Bill Self the last few weeks. Lucas Johnson is
currently rehabing his surgically-repaired right
knee after successful ACL surgery. He will be
fitted for a knee brace this week and will begin
practice (non-contact) and continue condi-
tioning once the brace arrives. Brett Melton
has missed the last six games and is still
unavailable after suffering a severe ankle sprain
against Texas A&M-Corpus Christi on Dec.
1. Damir Krupalija missed the Western Illinois
(Dec. 18) and Loyola-Chicago (Dec. 29)
games due to a deep bruise on his left foot,
while Robert Archibald also missed the
Loyola-Chicago game to rest his ailing back.
Both Krupalija and Archibald practiced for
the first time since mid-December on Sunday
following the Loyola game.

Williams Running the Show

All-America candidate Frank Williams has
been one of the most productive players in
the nation in the month of December.
Williams, the Big Ten’s leading scoring, has
averaged 24.7 points over the last six games on
combined 48 percent shooting from the field
(44-91). He tied his career high with 30 points
against Arizona on Dec. 4, then scored a team-
high 25 points in the win over Arkansas Dec.
8. Against the Razorbacks, Williams attempt-
ed a career and school-record 24 free throws,
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Illinois in the Big Ten Rankings
Ilinois ranks among the top three in
the Big Ten as a team in the following
categories (as of Dec. 31):

1st in scoring offense (83.8 ppg)

3rd in scoring margin (+14.8 ppg)
2nd in field goal percentage (.469)

making a career-high 18, just one shy of the
school record. Williams scored 17 points
against Western Illinois on Dec. 16 and fin-
ished just one shy of his career high with 29
points in the win over lllinois State Dec. 18.
Williams tied his career high with 11 field
goals, including a career-high four three-
pointers to fuel his scoring spree against the
Redbirds. In the win over Missouri Dec. 22,
Williams scored a game-high 22 points, with
13 coming in the game’s final 10 minutes. In
the most recent game vs. Loyola-Chicago,
Williams had a game-high 25 points, tying his
career high with four 3-pointers. Over the past
six games, his scoring average has risen from
14.6 to the current 19.2 ppg.

Top 10 Matchups

When No. 9 lllinois defeated No. 8 Missouri
on Dec. 22, it marked lllinois’ third Top 10
showdown of the young season. On Nov. 27,
No. 2 lllinois fell at No. 5 Maryland 63-76
and on Dec. 4, the No. 5 Illini lost to No. 7
Arizona in Phoenix, 82-87. Illinois is now 1-2
in Top 10 matchups this year. Last season the
Illini were involved in seven games between
two Top 10 programs, posting a 4-3 record.

ComebackKids

Illinois had a habit of making great comebacks
last year, and this year’s team is on the way to
earning the title of “Comeback Kids” once
again. The lllini have fought back from two
double-digit deficits to post victories. The
lllini fell behind by 13 points against Penn,
32-45 with :47 left in the first half, before ral-
lying for a 78-71 win. lllinois trailed by as
many as 12 points against Arkansas Dec. 8,
36-48 with 17:49 remaining in the game,
before mounting another comeback and fin-
ishing with a 94-91 victory.

Williams Among 30 Midseason Candidates
for Wooden Award

Frank Williams is one of 30 candidates placed
on the midseason list (released Dec. 27) for
the John R. Wooden Award Player of the Year
and All-America Team. Joining Williams on
the midseason list are fellow Big Ten players
Luke Recker and Reggie Evans of lowa and
Jared Jeffries of Indiana.

Getting to the Line ... And Making it Count

Illinois has made more free throws (289) than
its opponent has attempted (268) this season
and has outscored opponents from the line in
12 of the 13 games. lllinois has outscored its
opponent by a combined score of 289-170 at
the line, an average of 9.2 points more per
game. The lllini made 37 free throws against
Arkansas on Dec. 8, just one shy of the school
record, in 49 attempts, which is three short of
the all-time Ul record. As a team, Illinois is
shooting 73.2 percent from the line this sea-

son, which ranks fourth in the Big Ten.

Krupalija Impressive off the Bench

lllinois’ most consistent player to date this sea-
son has come from the bench. Despite bat-
tling a foot injury and starting only one game,
senior Damir Krupalija has been putting up
the kind of numbers that would stack up well
against many of the Big Ten’s starting for-
wards. Averaging just over 20 minutes per
game, Krupalija is Illinois' leading rebounder
at 6.9 boards per game and is almost in dou-
ble figures in scoring, averaging 9.4 points.
Krupalija was named MVP of the Las Vegas
Invitational Tournament after averaging 10.5
points and 8.0 rebounds in the four games.
He pulled down 11 boards against Penn, the
highest rebound total by an Illini player this
season. Krupalija has scored in double figures
insix of 11 games and recorded a double-dou-
ble of 11 points and 10 rebounds vs. Arizona.
He has also led the Illini in rebounding four

After leading Illinois to a pair of wins, includ-
ing its first win over a ranked team, junior
point guard Frank Williams was named Big
Ten Co-Player of the Week (sharing the award
with Wisconsin's Kirk Penney) for the week of
Dec. 24-30. On Dec. 18, Williams came just
one point from tying his career high, explod-
ing for 29 points in lllinois’ 87-73 win over
Illinois State. He made a career-high 11 field
goals, including a career-high four three-point
field goals against the Redbirds. In addition to
his scoring, he also led the Illini in rebounds
with eight and steals with four against I1SU.
Williams was the catalyst in Illinois’ 72-61
win over No. 8 Missouri, scoring a game-high
22 points. He turned it on in the clutch, with
13 of his points coming in the game final 10
minutes of play. Williams also had four assists,
four rebounds, and three steals against
Mizzou. For the week, Williams averaged
25.5 points, six rebounds, three assists and 3.5
steals per game in the two victories.

e Dee-Fence .. Dee-Fence: Through 13
games, the Illini have held opponents to 40.5
percent field goal shooting, including 32.8
percent from three-point range. The lllini are
forcing 16.2 turnovers per game and have
averaged 7.2 steals.

e High-Scoring: After 13 games this sea-
son, lllinois leads the Big Ten with a scoring
average of 83.8 points per game and is shoot-
ing 47 percent from the field, which ranks sec-
ond in the conference. The Illini have shown
unselfish play with an average of 17.3 assists
per game, the most of any Big Ten team.

Last year, lllinois averaged 77.9 points

per game, the highest Illini scoring average
since 1994 when Illinois averaged 84.0 points
per game. In Big Ten games, the Illini ranked
second in the league in scoring with an average
of 75.3 points.
» Defending Home Court: After six home
games this season, lllinois opponents are
shooting just .375 (136-363) from the field,
313 (35-112) from three-point range and
.598 (67-112) from the free throw line.

In lllinois 12 homes games at the
Assembly Hall during the 2000-01 season,
opponents shot a combined 34.6 percent
(240-693 FG) from the field and 29.4 percent
(74-252 3FG) from three-point range.

»  Starting High: Preseason pollsters placed
the Fighting Illini as high as they've ever been
entering a season. The USA Today/ESPN
Coaches Poll started Illinois at No. 2 in the
preseason poll, and the Associated Press had
the Illini at No. 3. The two previous high
marks for preseason rankings came in 1962
and 1984 when the AP had Illinois No. 2 in
the preseason.

» SelfDefense: For the 2000-01 season,
opponents shot just 38.6 percent from the
field. That was the lowest opponent shooting
percentage since the 1955-56 season when
Ilini opponents shot 35.2 percent from the
field. Hlinois finished third in the nation in
field-goal percentage defense, behind only
Kansas and Holy Cross.

In league play, the Illini were second in
the Big Ten in field-goal percentage defense
(.387) while ranking second in blocked shots

Cory Bradford had 17 points, and Frank Williams
had 13 for the Illini (1-0), who were outrebounded 21-
12 in the first half, but took advantage of their size in
the second half by going to Cook and Archibald down
low against a much shorter Gonzaga team.

Dan Dickau had 19 points for Gonzaga (0-1), which
ended up outrebounding Illinois 40-30 but committed
20 turnovers.

Cook scored 15 of his 18 points in the second half
and made 7-0f-7 free throws as Illinois built a 72-54
lead with 2:50 remaining.

llinois led 36-29 at halftime, but jumped out to a
41-29 lead on a 3-pointer by Sean Harrington and two
free throws from Cook.

Gonzaga never got closer than seven points the rest
of the game.

Zach Gourde had 15 points and 12 rebounds, and
Cory Violette added 12 rebounds for Gonzaga, which
shot 42 percent but made only 4-of-16 3-pointers.
