Bill Self is in his second season at the
helm of the Illini program following three
years at Tulsa where he earned National
Coach of the Year honors from the John &
Nellie Wooden Foundation and The
Sporting News in 2000.

After leading Tulsa to a 32-5 record and
into a Regional Final appearance in 2000,
Self became the first coach to lead two dif-
ferent schools to a Final Eight appearance
with the Ilini in 2001. Prior to his stop at
Tulsa, Self spent four years at Oral Roberts
where he built a program from 6-21 his
first season to 22-6 in his fourth year.

A 1985 graduate of Oklahoma State,
Self has worked under Larry Brown at
Kansas and Leonard Hamilton and Eddie
Sutton at Oklahoma State.

In his first season at Illinois, Self led the
Hlini to 27 victories, the second-most in
school history and became just the fourth
Big Ten coach since 1950 to defeat every
conference school in his first season. He
also became just the sixth coach in Big Ten
history to win a Big Ten title in his first
season.

Self was a finalist for the Associated
Press National Coach of the Year, finishing
fourth in voting, and a was a nominee for
the Naismith College Coach of the Year.

Last Time Out : Wisconsin

The Illini won their third straight game in
impressive fashion, routing Wisconsin 80-48
on Wednesday. Illinois used a 20-0 run over
the span of four minutes and 38 seconds
(from 3:18 left in the first half until 18:40
remaining the game) to push a seven point
lead to 27 points. Cory Bradford, had 11 of
his game-high 16 points during the Ul tear.
llinois’ defense was suffocating, holding the
Badgers without a field goal for 10:08. The
48 points scored by Wisconsin were the
fewest points allowed by the Illini this year.

Ilini Gridder Young Joins Hoops Squad
llinois junior wide receiver Walter Young
began practicing with the basketball team on
Jan. 17 and saw his first action against
Wisconsin on Wednesday. Young, who aver-
aged 17 points and 11 rebounds as a senior
for Rich East High School, has junior eligi-
bility. Young was second on the Big Ten
Champion lllini football team with 50 recep-
tions for 890 yards and eight touchdowns.
The 6-foot-5-inch forward is the first 1linois
student-athlete since 1973 to play both foot-
ball and basketball in the same season. Jim
Rucks and Garvin Roberson were the last
two Illini to double up in the same academic
year. Rucks played for the lllini basketball
team in 1971, 1972 and 1973, while letter-
ing as a tight end in football in 1970, 1971
and 1972. Roberson played basketball in
1972 and 1973, while lettering as a split end
on the football team from 1971-73. Jeff
Finke played basketball as a freshman at
Illinois in 1987 before switching to football
from 1987-90 because of a back injury.

Ilini Prevailing Despite Injuries

With the number of players on the Illini ros-
ter battling injuries, trainer Rod Cardinal has
been doing almost as many media interviews
as Bill Self the last few weeks. Lucas Johnson
returned to practice on Jan. 11 after suffered
a torn ACL in his right knee that was surgi-
cally repaired in October. Johnson played in
his first game Wednesday against Wisconsin,
scoring five points and grabbing three
rebounds. Brett Melton has missed the last
10 games and is still unavailable after suffer-
ing a severe ankle sprain against Texas A&M-
Corpus Christi on Dec. 1. He is considering
applying for a medical redshirt this season.
Damir Krupalija missed six games and had
not played since Dec. 22 before also return-
ing to the court against Wisconsin.

ALook at Illinois’ RPland Sagarin Ratings

llinois currently ranks No. 11 in the nation
in the ratings percentage index (RPI) with an
RPI of .6419. The only other Big Ten teams
besides the Illini in the RPI's Top 25 are
Ohio State (13th) and Indiana (16th).

llinois' strength of schedule is currently
ranked 12th in the country.

The Illini are ranked No. 8 in the nation
in Jeff Sagarin’s latest rankings with a rating
of 88.50. The current Sagarin Top Five teams
are, in order: Duke, Cincinnati, Kansas,
Oklahoma and Florida.

Top 10 Streak Alive

lllinois has been ranked in the
ESPN/USA Today Coaches’ Top 10 for a
school-record 30 consecutive polls, every
poll since Bill Self was named head coach.
The previous longest stretch of Top 10
action was a string of 28 straight polls in the
AP Top 10 from the preseason 1989 poll
until Jan. 23, 1990.

The other three
coaches are Indianas Bob Knight in 1972,
lowa's Tom Davis in 1987 and Penn State’s
Jerry Dunn in 1996.

»  SelfDefense: For the 2000-01 season,
opponents shot just 38.6 percent from the
field. That was the lowest opponent shoot-
ing percentage since the 1955-56 season
when Illini opponents shot 35.2 percent
from the field. 1llinois finished third in the
nation in field-goal percentage defense,
behind only Kansas and Holy Cross.

In league play, the Illini were second in
the Big Ten in field-goal percentage defense
(.387) while ranking second in blocked shots
(5.19), second in steals (7.44) and fourth in
scoring defense (63.6).

e Board Work: This season, the Illini are
averaging 37.9 rebounds per game, an aver-
age of 5.8 more boards than their opponent.
Illinois’ average of 40.0 rebounds per game
in 2001 was the team’s highest average since
1979 when the lllini averaged 41.3 rebounds
per game. lllinois’ rebounding margin (6.7)
ranked 13th in the nation last year.
