60 % of 46-85 year olds have B/P< 140/90 . 

♦ 75.7% of HOPE patients had B/P reading of < 140/90  
 

♦ 6.8% of patients in Stage 1 or 2 were identified as non-regular or first 
time HOPE patients. 

* These statistics are a random sampling of 238 patients seen in March, 2007
